CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (SEP 2005) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Government wide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. (1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer--Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than Central Contractor Registration), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer and request instructions for disposition of the overpayment.

If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. 3701, et seq., Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act; 41 U.S.C. 51-58, Anti-Kickback Act of 1986; 41 U.S.C. 265 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. 423 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) the Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, and Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) Central Contractor Registration (CCR). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that

represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to

ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the

employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the

like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.  All

operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and

incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract

(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or

local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by

laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an

employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage

determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the

following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an

adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual

cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made

the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to

this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining

agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary

affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning

and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in

those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear"

materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do

not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial

laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms

of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work,

there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form

1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation(s) and computes a proposed rate(s).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

proposed classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each

proposed classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage

rate(s), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the

contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees

performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the

request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.

SECTION 1  GENERAL INFORMATION.

1.1  Scope of Work.


1.1.1
Background.  The Army Future Warfare Study and Wargame includes a series of critical wargames, seminars, and analysis events culminating in “Unified Quest” (UQ), a seminar-type wargame conducted annually, usually in April or May, at the US Army Center for Strategic Leadership (CSL) at Carlisle Barracks, PA.  UQ and associated analytical events provide a forum for exploration of government identified study areas and lines of investigation, using a dynamic, fully integrated, and network-capable modeling and simulation tool that allows players to rapidly pass information and gain knowledge of a given operational situation.

1.1.2
The contractor shall be responsible for:  the design of wargames; development and presentation of seminars and other analytical events that facilitate the study of future warfare concepts using futuristic global scenarios and multiple potential crises that cross the range of military operations; development of scenario dilemmas at the strategic, operational and tactical levels of war, from pre-crises to post conflict; exploring concepts for Army, Service and Joint Communities; researching and preparing white papers (defined as: formal discussion documents to be reviewed and commented upon by Army senior leaders) and/or briefings to be presented to the Chief of Staff of the Army; participate in the development of campaign plans for UQ events; and providing logistical and administrative services during wargame events.

1.1.3
The work of this contract is to be conducted as follows:

1.1.3.1  Phase I. Planning and preparation.  This phase will begin the Future Warfare Study Plan cycle.  The government will determine the Study Program for the upcoming year by review and analysis of the recently completed Studies in conjunction with guidance from the Army Chief of Staff, CG TRADOC and Director, Army Capabilities Integration Center (ARCIC).  The contractor shall develop a Plan of Execution, Wargame Design and Wargame Excursions (see Section 5, Paragraphs 5.1-5.2.1.2 for details).

1.1.3.2  Phase II.  Future Warfare Study and Wargame Execution.  This phase encompasses all events and activities associated with the Future Warfare Study Program and Unified Quest events.  The contractor shall update the Wargame Design, event execution and develop and prepare draft and final reports.  (See Section 5, Paragraphs 5.2.1.3 through end of Section for details.)

1.1.3.3 Optional Events. In addition to the basic services for Wargaming, optional events will be seperately priced and exercised as the need and funding becomes available.

1.1.3.4 Reimbursable Travel – Travel shall be approved in writing by the Contracting Officer and/or COR prior to any travel. Invoices for travel shall include supporting backup and all applicable receipts in accordance with applicable Joint Travel Regulation (JTR) and FAR 31.204-46(a)(2).

1.1.3.5 Other Direct Costs (ODC’s) - This category would include, but not limited to, materials, supplies, equipment or facility utilization costs; and any miscellaneous vendor services, subcontractor or consultant costs not included in the principal labor cost. ODC’s will be reported by contractor invoice and approved by the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) prior to payment.

1.2  General.


1.2.1  This contract shall be a base period plus 5 options.  The base will be 3 months, followed by 4 each 12 month options and a final 9 month option. The period of performance of the base period shall be from 1 Jul 06 through 30 Sep 06.


1.2.2  The sponsor is HQ’s TRADOC, ARCIC, Concept Development & Experimentation (CD&E), Wargaming Division (WGD), Fort Monroe, VA 23651-5000.

1.2.3  All events outlined in Section 5 and Attachment 2 of this work statement will maximize the integration of effort and provide a logical progression and development of players and material supporting the transition from preliminary planning events, other wargaming,  and experimentation  venues to the final annual culminating event Unified Quest.  Maximum use of previous Unified Quest, Army Transformation Wargame and Army After Next materials, databases, and procedures is critical to ensure efficiency.  All available material will be provided by the government upon award.

1.3  Contractor Personnel.

1.3.1  POC.  The contractor shall provide a primary POC that provides supervision and direction to the contractor workforce, and has the authority to commit resources and bind the contractor.  The name of the POC shall be provided in writing to the contracting officer.  The POC must have full authority to act for the contractor on all contract matters relating to daily operation of this contract.  The POC must be available during the period 0800-1600 hours daily (exclusive of weekends and Federal Holidays) to discuss problem areas with the contracting officer (KO) or designated contracting officers representative (COR).


1.3.2  Identification of Contract Employees.


1.3.2.1  All contractor personnel shall wear identification (ID) badges made of a nonmetallic material.  The badge shall be easily readable and include employee name, company name, functional areas of assignment, security clearance, if applicable, and color photograph.


1.3.2.2  Contractor personnel shall wear the ID badge at all times when performing work under the contract to include attending government meetings and conferences.  Each contract employee shall wear the ID badge in a conspicuous place on the front of the exterior clothing and above the waist except when safety or health reasons prohibit such placement.


1.3.2.3  Contractor personnel shall identify themselves as contractor personnel when answering government telephones.


1.3.2.4  When contractor personnel send e-mail messages to government personnel while performing this contract, the contractor’s e-mail address shall include the company name together with the person’s name.


1.3.2.5  When it is necessary for contractor personnel to have an e-mail account on a government computer, the government shall ensure the e-mail address alias or directory entry indicates their contractor status, ex:  “Smith, Bob (Contractor)”.  Additionally, if using an e-mail system that permits a free text auto-signature block, the full company name must be provided in the signature block.  When requesting e-mail accounts for contractors, TRADOC COR’s will notify Information Management Officers or DOIM that the recipients are contractors.


1.3.2.6 Contractor personnel shall at all other times identify themselves as contractor personnel when interfacing with Government or non-government personnel during performance.


1.3.3 Work related travel will be required in support of work outlined in Section 5 of this work statement.


 1.3.4 Attachments 2 & 4 of this work statement reflect the Government’s estimate as to the skill level and numbers of personnel necessary for successful completion of the project.  The contractor is not limited to Attachment 2 & 4; it is the contractors’ responsibility to propose and utilize the best labor mix/skill sets/experience necessary for performance.

1.4   Security Requirements.  Contract personnel must be able to obtain and maintain a SECRET clearance.  Clearance shall be in place for all on-site personnel within 30 days of contract award.  All other clearances must be in place prior to reporting for duty.  Information classified SECRET will be accessed and stored in Government spaces.  Contractor personnel, with appropriate clearances, when authorized by the Government, may carry classified materials aboard private or public conveyances in accordance with Department of Defense and Department of Army procedures relevant for the materials.  The Contractor shall insure that classified data is handled in accordance with appropriate DOD and DA security regulations.  Compliance with DD Form 254 is required.  Additionally, contractor must obtain one individual TOP SECRET/SCI clearance, to be in place within 30 days of contract award, see Attachment 4.

1.5  Place of Delivery.  Written deliverables shall be provided to the COR.   A copy of all invoices shall be provided to the COR located at Fort Monroe,VA.

SECTION 2  DEFINITIONS.


Wargame – A simulation by whatever means, of a military operation involving two or more opposing forces using rules, data, and procedures designed to depict an actual or assumed real life situation.  Can be manual or computer model/simulation assisted.


Seminar Wargame – Concept exploration and investigation; concept refinement.  Can be manual or simulation assisted; multi-sided; senior military and/or Subject Matter Experts (SMEs) as role-players.


Workshop –  Concept exploration and investigation in a conference environment, led by a facilitator with a focus on discovery.  Can be manual or computer model assisted; one-sided.  Primarily qualitative; quantitative results dependent upon workshop focus and level of automation; quantitative outputs are estimates that provide context for workshop execution; results not reproducible or credible enough to support doctrine or acquisition solution decisions, but useful for exploring course of action feasibility.


STAFFEX – Precedes the wargame, focusing on the staff planning involved to develop, refine and prepare campaign plans for use during the wargame.  Can be manual or simulation and C4I assisted; one-sided; execution of Military Decision Making Procedures; SMEs from each Battle Operating System element as role players.  Primarily qualitatitive; SME quantitative estimates (tactical or operational, depending on level of venue) provide context for STAFFEX execution.


Seminar – Useful for concept understanding.  Conducted in a conference environment with a facilitator, the focus is on learning.  Primarily qualitative; quantitative data not generated; only previously known data-sharing occurs.


Model – The means by which conflict actions are adjudicated, usually stochastic, with tables and matrices providing results.


Computer Model – Using a computer program to resolve conflict actions.


Senior Mentor/High Level Hires –  Retired military general/flag officers and Senior Executive Service civilians (retired) acting as Subject Matter Experts at wargame events.
Wargame Excursion – An additional wargame developed to explore and further investigate selected insights learned during wargames.


Non-Attritional Effects – Non-kinetic effects that have an influence on an entity’s performance in a model.  Command and Control, fatigue, unit cohesion, leadership, training, experience, sustainment, stability operations, political, and cultural factors are examples.


Event -  Generalized term to include all individual activities/events  such as a seminar, a conference, a wargame, a staffex, etc.


Coordination - Act of contacting affected agencies/organizations to obtain a response on a given subject or to facilitate information sharing.

SECTION 3  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES.
3.1   The Government shall provide sufficient workspace for up to 7 personnel at Fort Monroe (on-site) for the duration of this contract.  The government will provide access to workspace at the Center for Strategic Leadership at Carlisle Barracks and other government facilities to conduct pre-game administration, wargame set-up, and game execution through the end and clean-up phase of UQ Series events.

3.2   For on-site personnel, HQ, TRADOC will provide Contractor employees with suitable workspace, telephones, fax, reproduction equipment, official internet access accounts (both on-site and remote) and LAN connectivity.

3.3   The contractor shall coordinate with the COR for required Installation Access Badges and vehicle decals.

3.4   The Government may provide access to research, studies, briefings, and other materials on programs dealing with military-related conceptual development for contractors with a “need to know”.  Previous game materials will be made available upon contract award.  Some concept related materials may be up to the TOP SECRET classification level.

SECTION 4  CONTRACTOR FURNISHED ITEMS AND SERVICES.

4.1  The contractor shall provide a dynamic, fully integrated, and network-capable modeling and simulation tool that provides visual and video support appropriately sized to the individual wargame event that allows players to rapidly pass information and gain knowledge of a given operational situation.  The model must provide results of the players’ moves, accounting for both attritional and non-attritional entropic factors, and present this information in a graphical format for the wargames adjudicators and assessors.

4.2  The gaming model provided shall be capable of supporting a state of the art seminar wargame at the strategic, operational or tactical levels.  The Government reserves the rights to any and all databases, information, analyses, and other output developed as a result of work performed as part of this contract.  See Attachment 3, TRADOC Army Capabilities Integration Center (ARCIC) CD&E Wargaming Division Modeling and Simulation Requirements.

4.3  The contractor shall provide an on-site (Fort Monroe) modeling capability, enabling analysis of game results.  On-site contractor personnel shall be capable of modifying the model database, operation of the model and analysis of model results.

4.4  Provide conference facilities for wargame associated conferences of up to 200 attendees within the National Capital Region Area.

4.5  The contractor shall provide a suitable computer to each employee working on-site at a government facility.  The computer must meet installation DOIM requirements and be able to hardwire connect to the TRADOC LAN.  Coordination for hookup shall be made with the COR and the Army Capabilities Integration Center (ARCIC), PMD, IT Division.
SECTION 5  SPECIFIC TASKS.

5.1 Army Future Warfare Study and Wargame Plan of Execution.  Phase I.  The contractor will develop and deliver a clearly stated draft Plan of Execution (POE) (draft due NLT 60 days prior to event, final due 30 prior to event) – Wargame Directive describing the responsibilities and requirements of the various Government and non-Government organizations participating in game preparation and execution, and providing scenario development, blue and red campaign planning, administrative and logistics, computer and audio-visual, and technical support for the game.  This shall include, but not be limited to:  the conveyance of information to individuals, organizations, and elements critical to the game of what is required, who is responsible for satisfying that requirement, and when the requirement must be satisfied.  The UQ Series planning guidance (Plan of Execution) – UQ Series Directive shall be prepared in both paper copy and in electronic media.  This deliverable will serve as the source document for the UQ Series management and address all events planned for the UQ Series.

5.2 Wargame Design. Phases I & II.  The contractor, using the basic design of previous wargames (reference material available from the COR) to the extent practical, shall modify that design to meet the wargame objectives and other requirements identified by the Wargame Division.  The game design shall provide a fully integrated event maximizing the achievement of game objectives and requirements throughout the game period.  The Game Design shall be prepared at the UNCLASSIFIED (FOR OFFICIAL USE ONLY) level.  Final game design is due to the government NLT 30 days prior to event.  Government focus changes may require rework.  If significant contractor rework is required (exceeds 80 hours of additional effort), outside contractors control, a “surge” event will be authorized as an optional item (see contract line item #15 and Attachment 2, Optional Event #15).

5.2.1  Game Scenario Development.  Phase I.  the Contractor shall develop and modify the scenario database to reflect the capabilities and concepts for Blue, Red and other forces used in the wargame.  A Scenario Situation (World at STARTEX) that includes a summary of the economic, social, political and military situation at STARTEX will be prepared.  Responsible for coordination of the scenario “Road to War” information with TRADOC Future Warfare Studies Division, TRADOC DCSINT, JFCOM J-9 and other identified agencies/organizations.

5.2.1.1
National Security Strategy.  Phase I.  The Contractor shall develop, update and refine, a National Security Strategy for the Wargame.  This Strategy will detail the United States guidance concerning threat capabilities against the US and the use of Diplomatic, Information, Military and Economic power to counter that threat for the game year being played.

5.2.1.2
National Military Strategy.  Phase I.  The Contractor shall develop, update and refine National Security “wargame” Strategy and the Department of Defense “wargame” strategic guidance for the use of the military power in support of the United States Security “wargame” Strategy for the game year being played.

5.2.1.3
Blue and Red Strategic Planning Guidance.  Phase II.  The contractor shall, develop update and refine the planning guidance based upon the “wargame” National Security  and National Military strategies for the Player Teams.

5.2.2  Game Materials.  Phase II.   The Contractor shall develop game materials as outlined in the Government approved Game Design, using existing materials to the extent possible.  The game materials will consist of the scenario, forces and systems, and all scenario related reference materials required by the UQ Series in general.  (Materials required for a single event will be prepared as part of execution of that event.)

5.2.3
Participant Manning Document.  Phase II.  The number and type of cells required in the game, the staffing level of each cell, the purpose and responsibilities of each cell, recommended organizations to provide participants for each cell, location of each cell during each wargame event, and the software/hardware required by each cell, is referred to as the Wargame “TDA”.   The contractor shall produce a suitable wargame TDA based on requisite service, joint, and multi-national recommended functional skills and experiences.  The numbers of cell participants on the TDA will not exceed the maximum number of participants for each cell to be provided by the COR.  All game positions shall be staffed at the appropriate skill level and skill mix.


5.2.4 Participant Reference Material.  Phase II.  Provide a list of reference materials required by the wargame participants to include a brief description of the purpose and content of each document, identification of the organization(s) responsible for the materials, and milestones for completion of the document(s) to the COR NLT 30 days prior to event.

5.2.5
Structure and Schedule of Wargame Events.  Phase II.  The Contractor shall develop the format, determine space and personnel requirements, and provide a daily schedule for each wargame event to all attendees (government and contractor) during wargame execution.

5.2.6
Insight and After Action Review Methodology.  Phase II.  The Contractor shall record and maintain copies of emerging insights from game players and analysts contributing to daily assessment sessions during the game, After Action Reviews after completion of each event, the Senior Leaders Seminar, and post game analysis in a readily accessible database.


5.2.7
Wargame Briefing.   Phase II.  The contractor shall provide, in briefing format, an analysis of how the Wargame Design achieves game objectives and informs game lines of investigation, focus areas, and research issues/questions.  This analysis provides wargame directors a means of “wargaming the wargame” in order to link wargame results to study questions and lines of investigation.  Briefing shall be completed and submitted along with both the draft POE and with the final POE, changed as appropriate, (i.e. draft due 60 days prior to event, final due 30 days prior to event.)

5.3  Wargame Event Execution.  Phase I and Phase II.  The contractor shall coordinate proposed execution of wargame events with the COR dependent upon each game design and established timeline.  The contractor shall be responsible for game operations, game support, game administration, game material, and to fill key personnel such as facilitator and “Senior Mentor” positions.   Each year’s wargame will be different, based upon Future Warfare Study Division’s Future Warfare Study Plan.  Typically the “Game Events” will consist of an Initial Planning Conference, a National Security Seminar (Blue and Red), a number of smaller planning events and/or seminars, a TPFDD Planning Conference, a week-long Operations Workshop (initial game turns and rehearsal), a capstone week-long seminar Wargame followed by a Senior Leaders Seminar to brief the Army Chief of Staff on the outcome of the Study/Wargame.  The government may schedule a number of Wargame Excursion events to “drill down” into specific study questions.  The number and type of events will be determined by the Study Plan and Game Design.  See Attachment 2, Wargame Events.  The tasks in this section for each event shall be priced as part of the Optional Event cost (see Attachment 2 and appropriate contract line item(s) in Section B of this requirement).


5.3.1 Wargame Operations.  The contractor shall provide a Game Direction Cell, and a Game Operations cell(s) consisting of one facilitator and one support person (rapporteur) for each player team.

5.3.1.1 Game Direction Cell. The contractor shall provide personnel who assist with the overall running of the game, assist with the assessment process, provide overall management of game operations, operations support, and provide for game play not addressed by player cells (White Cell).

5.3.1.2
Game Operations Cell.  The contractor shall provide each Primary Player Team a Game Operations Cell consisting of one facilitator and one or more Support Personnel (Rapporteurs).


5.3.1.2.1  Facilitators.  The contractor shall provide facilitators for each event to moderate discussions during the Wargame and serve as an interface between the Primary Player Team (Game Operations Cell) and the (Game Direction Cell) White Cell.   Facilitators provide advice and assistance to players on game mechanics, process and procedures, the wargaming architecture, and scenario clarification.  They are responsible for facilitating communications during game play and for ensuring the play proceeds within the guidelines established by the game procedures or the Game Director and that the team’s deliverables are prepared on time.  Facilitators serve as a direct line of communication between the White Cell and the players.  Facilitators shall have experience in facilitating political-military games conducted for senior government and/or corporate leaders and have extensive knowledge and experience in the operational and strategic levels of war; interagency operations, social, political, economic and military aspects of conflict and technical aspects of wargame system architecture to include knowledge of appropriate service and joint concepts.  Specific responsibilities shall be described in the Game Design and White Team materials.

5.3.1.2.2  Rapporteurs.  Operations Support Personnel/Rapporteurs shall be provided to each primary player cell.  Facilitators and operations support personnel shall be trained for this support role and shall share operations support responsibilities.  All facilitators and operations support personnel shall be proficient in the MicroSoft Office Suite (PowerPoint, EXCEL, and MSWord) to provide slides, reports and spreadsheets.  Contractor personnel must be knowledgeable of the wargame model and game design architecture, possess the skills to retrieve automated data to include e-mails for the cell, and proficient in building briefings, posting maps, and building operational plans.

5.3.2  Game Support Operations.  The contractor shall provide complete operator support for the game model, the conflict resolution model, and webpage support during wargame events.


5.3.2.1  Game Support Labor.  This support shall include scenario build, database population and data retrieval for assessment purposes.


5.3.2.2  Load and maintain game reference and model data for use during games and as well as throughout the contract period.


5.3.2.3  Provide archive CD-ROMS or DVDs of all game materials and activities, deliverable within 45 days of completion of the game.


5.3.2.4  Convert Powerpoint slides, movies, sounds and other multimedia files into movie presentations for large audiences for use during events.


5.3.2.5  Load government provided data to populate the forces and systems in the wargame.


5.3.2.6  Maintain wargame forces and systems data, updating as modified by the government.


5.3.2.7  Identify and obtain appropriate map data for the administrative and conflict resolution systems throughout the contract period.

5.3.3  Wargame Administration.  The contractor shall provide personnel to conduct event administration in accordance with the government approved Plan of Execution.  At a minimum, this plan must address:

5.3.3.1  The establishment and maintenance of a database with information about potential attendees containing such information as:  Name, rank, current duty position, mailing address, travel order number, arrival and departure dates, command address and phone number, estimated travel cost, and local phone number while at the wargame.  It will also include daily status of the participant while at the wargame event, travel plans, social and special activity attendance.


5.3.3.2 Security.


5.3.3.2.1 Coordinate the receipt and verification of security clearances and processing through the government security office supporting specific event location (ex.  Carlisle Barracks) and the establishment and updating of an access roster.


5.3.3.2.2 Receipt, safeguarding, mailing and/or destroying classified materials.


5.3.3.3 Pre-event Administration.

5.3.3.3.1  The contractor shall prepare invitation messages, administrative instruction messages event name tags, desk plates, and seating arrangements;

5.3.3.3.2  Game Administrative Packets.  The contractor shall develop, post to the game web-site, and/or e-mail to game participants, administrative packets which describe the logistical and administrative requirements and support to be provided for the game.


5.3.3.4 Event Management.  Event management functions include, but are not limited to:


5.3.3.4.1  Arrivals/Departures.  The contractor shall coordinate with the event site AG office (if event conducted on a military worksite) for the In/Out Processing of game personnel to include vehicle registration.


5.3.3.4.2  The government will determine a suitable conference fee to be paid by attendees for purchase of meals and AM/PM refreshments for attendees.  The contractor will collect the fees and account for funds as well as arrange for meals and refreshments to be delivered on-site.  Contractor will provide periodic policing of all areas affected.


5.3.3.4.3  Coordinating event room(s) setup and restoration to original condition.


5.3.3.4.4  Equipment.  The contractor shall identify the need to the COR for printers, copiers, facsimile machines and computers during game design and coordinate receipt and placement of government supplied equipment for each event.


5.3.3.4.5  Message Center.  The contractor shall establish a message center to receive telephone calls, emails and faxes, post incoming messages, receive and transmit internal game distribution, and provide general administrative support to game participants (ex:  duplicating and typing support).


5.3.3.4.6  Reserved Parking.  The contractor shall coordinate with the event site manager to establish and mark reserved parking IAW local and Army regulations for government identified game participants.


5.3.3.5
Event termination.  Upon completion of the event, the contractor shall take all necessary steps to close all wargame support centers including coordination of outstanding bills with COR or Government Purchase Card Holder; removing and returning all rental equipment; ensuring the facility is returned to original condition; and providing Lessons Learned inputs for inclusion into the event After Action Review.  Outstanding billeting issues will be reported to the COR for resolution.


5.3.4 Wargame materials.  The contractor will develop game materials appropriate for each event and provide to the COR NLT 7 days prior to the event for final approval.  Game materials to be developed and printed (GPO or published through the game intranet) includes: Player Notebooks, White Cell Notebooks, and administrative information as outlined in the event Game Design document.  Printing and production of game materials will be provided by the government. Game materials for each event include:

5.3.4.1 Player Teambook and/or Event Foldout


5.3.4.2 Tri-fold Handout


5.3.4.3 Daily Schedule


5.3.4.4 Scenario Situation Update


5.3.4.5 Admin Information


5.3.4.6 Facilitator’s Briefing


5.3.4.7 Reference Book.  Provides all reference material and scenario-related data appropriate for the event.

5.3.5  Pre-game Assessor Training.  The contractor shall develop and conduct a Program of Instruction to familiarize game adjudicators and assessors with the game design, wargame model and specific event procedures. Government personnel will generally be made available for training by the contractor 1 week prior to event, however some pre-event training may be required.   See Optional event #8.   Contractor personnel must be trained prior to the event.

5.4  Post-game and AAR Support.   Phase II.   The contractor shall prepare a formal, technical AAR of the planning and execution of each wargame event.  This report will focus on substantive issues relating to the wargame design, techniques, and processes.  The report will capture and summarize AAR input from game designers, planners and participants, and will provide an assessment of how the wargame achieved stated objectives.  The contractor shall provide a paper copy and an electronic version of the analysis in the form of an executive summary analysis and a completed assessment report to the COR within 30 days of the end of the event.

5.5  Analysis Support.    Phase II.  Provide analysis services for the Future Warfare Study Analysis Effort and the Wargame Excursion to include:


5.5.1  Future Warfare Study Effort and Events.  Provide analytical services to TRAC and FWSD throughout the study/wargame period.   Prepare the Analysis Paper for the Chief of Staff of the Army under the aegis of TRAC, deliverable due 45 days after completion of Unified Quest primary event.  Analysis required to ensure continuity and completeness of the wargame reporting cycle will be coordinated between the COR and the contractor POC.

5.5.2  Wargame Excursion.  If Optional Event 13 (Attachment 2) is exercised during the contract year, the contractor shall facilitate the analysis of the wargame excursion as well as provide a paper or briefing of that analysis and recommendations that is suitable for presentation to General Officers.  Submit to the COR not later than 45 after the completion of the excursion event.  The cost of this sub-task shall be included in the cost of the Optional Event 13 as provided in Schedule B of the solicitation/contract.

5.6  Integration.  Phase II. Provides focal point for the game players, consistent management and integration of the Red/Blue teams/forces and continual monitoring of information and plan development to ensure game objectives and lines of investigation are addressed, and emerging insights from the game collected.

5.6.1 The contractor shall establish an Integration Team to manage, coordinate, and develop the Blue and Red campaign plans, ensure the wargame Order of Battle is accurately reflected in the model and staff the adjudication/ assessment plan and process with TRADOC WGD and FWSD.


5.6.2 The Integration Team shall provide players and/or participants to include:  Game Direction (the team coordinator), Blue and Red players, wargame assessment team, and facilitators.

5.7  Gaming Administrative Webpage Support.  Phase I and II. The contractor shall provide an Internet-based collaborative working environment (web-site) using a .mil domain provided by the government and  in coordination with government Information Management policies, guidelines and procedures.  This working environment will be used for analysis and game development throughout the contract period.  This Internet site will enable game registration, and permit the publishing of game guidance and materials, discussion of game design issues and analysis of game results.  The contractor shall provide a secure, controlled web site available to all game participants.

5.8  Senior Mentors (Retired GO/FO and /retired SES) and other high-level hires.  Phase I & II.  The Contractor shall provide personnel to fill key player positions for all wargame events.  The government requires players with the appropriate level of experience, skills and knowledge to participate in UQ events.  The use of senior mentors, defined as retired general/flag officers and retired senior government officials and high-level hires (other specialized individuals with required skills) shall be balanced with the experience of participants newly acquired to facilitate fresh ideas.  Key personnel shall have extensive military, academic, theoretical or senior experience and credentials.  The specific responsibilities of the players are as defined in the Wargame Design.  The contractor shall submit a list of candidates to the COR that possess the requisite skills, knowledge and expertise required by the game design NLT 30 days prior to event.  The contractor will train key players to orient them on the scenario, familiarize them with Blue/Red Force concepts/organization/capabilities, and impart a thorough comprehension of the game design and the means of interaction between the player cells prior to start of the game.  Key player positions may change as a result of the game design and any modifications to it.  The contractor will provide appropriate reports/deliverables consistent with the game design and event.

5.8.1  Seminar Wargames. (Optional Events #2,3,&5)  Each Seminar Wargame will require up to 6 Senior Mentors/High Level Hires.  The exact number of days required will be based upon game design.

5.8.2  Unified Quest/STAFFEX/Operations Workshop.  (Optional Event #7)  These wargame events will require 12 Senior Mentors/High Level Hires based upon game design.

5.8.3  SOD.  The Systemic Operational Design Events (SOD) (Optional Event #14) program will require 2 Senior Mentors/High Level Hires based upon SOD program design.

5.9 Reserved

5.10  On-site Support.   Phase I and II. The contractor shall provide on-site analytical and logistical services for the annual TRADOC wargame, other service wargames, and supporting events.  Services will generally be provided at Fort Monroe, VA, exclusive of supporting travel requirements.  Services to be provided include:


5.10.1 Develop the wargame study question architecture.


5.10.2 Examine future warfare concepts and provide analysis/recommendations.


5.10.3
Provide technical game design development, game model coordination, key player recruitment, taskings support, TDA maintenance, event administration, database preparation and maintenance, and short suspense analysis.


5.10.4
Game design, study question architecture services, preparation of study plans, analysis plans, collection plans, report writing, ESS Database (analysis) services for the preparation of  the Future Warfare Study Brief to the CSA and Significant Outcomes Assessment Briefs to Director, Army Capabilities Integration Center (ARCIC).


5.10.5 Participation in other service wargames.  Phase II.  The contractor will participate in and/or represent TRADOC in other service wargames to include the Joint Forces Command Wargame, Multi-National Wargames, and Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) Wargames.  Trip reports outlining key events will be submitted to the COR IAW deliverables schedule, Attachment 1.


5.10.6 Participate in UQ events for logistical coordination and as players and/or facilitator of the event.

5.11  Wargame Visitor’s Bureau.  Phase II.  The contractor shall operate the Wargame Visitor’s Bureau from 0800-1600 hours each day to coordinate visitors to events (ex: non players such as press personnel or VIP visitors such as Congressional staffers or other military commanders.  The Government will provide a protocol officer and escort officers for VIP visitors.

5.12  Billeting.  Phase II.  Coordinate billeting arrangements with the Army War College for all attendees.  Includes blocking of local hotel rooms when government billeting is unavailable.   Billeting information shall be consolidated and provided in the game read-ahead package and on the contractors’ web-site.

5.13 Gaming Architecture and Modeling.  Phase I and II.  The contractor shall provide, operate and maintain a computer based modeling system to support the wargame.  System may be web based or provided via a separate contractor provided server.  All player hardware will be supplied by the government.  This system will include a wargame model capable of supporting a 24 hour game turn at the requisite level of resolution that will provide assessors adjudication of outputs that address force-on-force attrition and non-attrition entropic factors.  The contractor shall support and provide maintenance of the gaming system.  Ensure game system remains Microsoft Windows compatible.

5.14  Meetings and Travel.  Phase I and II.  The contractor shall conduct travel to meetings, conferences, workshop and seminars and be reimbursed at cost.  For planning purposes, travel to and from each event will require one half day each way, for each person attending, conducted the day prior and after the event, unless prior coordination has been made with the COR.  See Attachment 2 for travel details.  All travel will be conducted and reimbursed IAW FAR 31.205-46.

5.15 Surge Capability.  UQ is a senior level series of Army and Joint events and wargames that are designed to project and analyze current and projected threats to our nation and to our allies.   As such, this ever changing scenario requires flexibility to change the focus of the wargames, often on short notice.  Optional Event #15 provides this flexibility to be used only when ordered.  Hours will be ordered against a CLIN for composite surge hours.

SECTION 6 CONTRACTOR MANPOWER REPORTING.

The Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Manpower & Reserve Affairs) operates and maintains a secure Army data collection site where the contractor will report ALL contractor manpower (including subcontractor manpower) required for performance of this contract.  The contractor is required to completely fill in all the information in the format using the following web address: https://contractormanpower.army.pentagon.mil.  The required information includes:  (1) Contracting Office, Contracting Officer, Contracting Officers Technical Representative; (2) Contract number, including task and delivery order number, (3) Beginning and ending dates covered by reporting period, (4) Contractor name, address, phone number, E-mail address, identity of contractor employee entering data; (5) Estimated direct labor hours (including subcontractors); (6) Estimated direct labor dollars paid this reporting period (including subcontractors); (7) Total payments (including subcontractors); (8) Predominant Federal Service Code (FSC) reflecting services provided by contractor (and separate predominant FSC for each subcontractor if different); (9) Estimated data collection cost; (10) Organizational title associated with the Unit Identification Code (UIC) for the Army Requiring Activity (the Army Requiring Activity is responsible for providing the contractor with its UIC for the purposes of reporting this information); (11) Locations where contractor and subcontractors perform the work (specified by zip code in the United States and nearest city, country, when in an overseas location, using standardized nomenclature provided on web site); (12) Presence of deployment or contingency contract language; and (13) Number of contractor and subcontractor employees deployed in theater this reporting period (by country).  As part of its submission, the contractor will also provide the estimated total cost (if any) incurred to comply with this reporting requirement.  Reporting period will be the period of performance not to exceed 12 months ending 30 September of each government fiscal year and must be reported by 31 October of each calendar year. Contractors may use a direct eXtensible Markup Language (XML) data transfer to the database server or fill in the Fields on the web site.  The XML direct transfer is a format for transferring files from a contractor's systems to the secure web site without the need for separate data entries for each required data element at the web site.  The specific formats for the XML direct transfer may be downloaded from the web site.*

*Note:  For in-theater contracts, requiring activities have the option of requiring more frequent reporting.  Information from the secure web site is considered to be proprietary in nature when the contract number and contractor identity are associated with the direct labor hours and direct labor dollars.  At no time will any data be released to the public with the contractor name and contract number associated with the data.  For internal Army analysis, the reports and queries from the database shall not contain proprietary data.

5.8.3  A maximum of 2 High Level Hires can be included, per SOD event.

Optional Event 15.   Emergency Study Plan and Wargame Modification “Surge”.  Phase I and II.  The Unified Quest Future Warfare Study and Wargame are conducted at the behest of the Chief of Staff of the Army.  Unified Quest planning and execution occurs IAW the specific guidance and directives established by the CSA, the Commander, Joint Forces Command, the Commanding General, TRADOC, and the Director, Army Capabilities Integration Center (ARCIC).  Because of the high level focus of this effort, the contractor must have the capacity to meet urgent requirements (see Section 5.15) based on changing directives from the senior leadership.  A prime example of this type of modification is a last-minute change in the wargame scenario resulting in major changes in game design blue and red composition and capacities, game design, number of playing teams, and administration tasks.

To cover the additional expense of these surges, the burdened labor hour rate as provided in Schedule B for appropriate base or option year shall be used for agreed number of hours funded against the established line item.

Modeling and Simulation Requirements
1.
Gaming Model.  The gaming model will meet TRADOC requirements to conduct a state of the art seminar wargame at the strategic, operational and tactical levels.  The contractor shall provide, based on the game design, a gaming model to be used in support of the TRADOC wargame.  The recommended model may be Contractor provided or Government owned, however, the Gaming Model must contain the following:

a.  Common Data Set.  The model must have a database structure to support wargame data requirements and integrate data from the game information system, the adjudication model, and other models and tools.

b.  Planning and Rehearsal System.  The model must have a planning and rehearsal tool to support task input and visualization, ensuring compatibility and commonality with the wargame adjudication system.   This tool must allow for review of course of action options prior to plan submission, including measurement, movement and other capabilities that support the planning process, such as the capability to produce multi-level execution matrix and provide that matrix to players and assessors as required.  The matrix must allow players to select units, determine tasks assigned to sub-units and assign tasks from within the matrix.  The model must include appropriate map data and a GIS component for the planning and rehearsal tool using the current US military operational graphics and can serve as a substitute for Powerpoint briefings and overlays.

c.  Attrition and Non-Attrition conflict resolution system.  The computer model must be able to adjudicate both attritional effects and non-attritional (entropic) effects of game turns and support the assessment of plans and game moves.   The model must include the ability to visually depict both the attritional and entropic effects upon units during a game turn.  The conflict resolution model must be compatible with the planning and Rehearsal system, particularly able to receive and execute tasks from the execution matrix.

1.  Attritional effects are the direct combat effects of weapons systems against weapon systems.

2.  Non-attritional effects are the entropic effects focused on the morale, command and control, fatigue, cohesion and will to fight of an entity.

d.  Scenario Generation System.  The model must contain a scenario generation system compatible with the planning and rehearsal tool supporting construction and maintenance of forces and systems for wargames, and has the capability to be updated during game play.

e.  Communications system.  The model must contain a system to support file transfers and communications tools, particularly email, as well as an automated conferencing system for use during wargames.

Minimum Experience and Education Requirements

Based upon Government experience, the following types of personnel with the described skill sets would be necessary for successful performance.  It remains, however, the contractor’s responsibility to propose and utilize personnel in adequate numbers with the correct skill mix, experience and talent to accomplish the mission.

On-site personnel requirements.

1.  Team Leader/primary POC.  Provides day to day coordination with the COR.   Shall be the POC for all contractor activities under the contract.  Serves as a senior Military analyst with strategic/national and operational level experience.  Requires experience in military operations, foreign area studies, intelligence and operational research.  Advanced degrees relating to these areas are an advantage.  Must be experienced with political and military decision making processes at the highest levels and have strong analytical and writing skills.  Must be able to synthesize large amounts of disparate information and present that information effectively to senior military and government officials.  Requires superior briefing skills to independently provide coordination with the Department of the Army, Joint Staff, Department of Defense, State Department, National Security Council and other members of the interagency and academia.  Requires an ability to research and identify leading subject matter experts in the fields of military art, diplomacy, and other government area plus a basic understanding of contractual issues associated with hiring senior level subject matter experts.   Requires knowledge of futures oriented work, and models and simulations to include the wargame Integrated Gaming System.  Management and strong interpersonal skills are also critical to this position.  Respond to  modifications in the UQ program dictated by senior Army leaders.  Must be able to obtain/maintain a TOP SECRET/SCI security clearance.

2.  Wargame Support Personnel.


2.1  Develops events and activities supporting the client’s execution of the Unified Quest future warfare study and wargame from concept inception to final execution.  Support for the multiple event Unified Quest future warfare studies program includes a 12 month preparation cycle.  Support includes the development and drafting of military correspondence to include executive summaries and general officer correspondence.  Requires a detailed understanding of TRADOC, Army, and Joint staffing procedures, correspondence, and protocol requirements.

2.2  Requires management skills to develop and integrate event requirements such as defining, refining, and tracking personnel requirements for UQ activities. Establish points of contact from U.S. Army, other services, governmental and non-governmental agencies, private consultants, and foreign military personnel who participate in the Unified Quest Wargame as well as coordinating and managing U.S. Army Players that take part in other service Title 10 war games.

2.3  Corresponds with general officer and senior level questions and concerns. Drafts official U.S. Army correspondence to task other TRADOC schools and commands and provide draft correspondence to Army Headquarters personnel to request player support from other service and major Army commands.  Assists in the management of Share Point website access to UQ “For Official Use Only” information including requesting accounts and forwarding that information to game participants.  Maintains player registration information via the wargame web site for game participants as well as manages player team assignments and recruitment of specific functional skills (subject matter experts) to complete the game teams.

2.4  Contributes to post-game after action review lessons learned and edits draft documents containing insights gained from the UQ wargame.  Drafts event invitations, web site registration and game material access instructions, read ahead packages for the Commanding General, and authors/edits the Unified Quest wargame newsletter.    Provides management and administrative support to seminar wargames and Unified Quest Events which includes: Registration, Parking, Security issues, reports, daily game situation reports and planning meetings.

2.5  Education and Experience includes

a.  Knowledge and experience in current Army, Joint, and Interagency doctrine

and concepts development to include tactical, operational, and strategic levels.

b.  Knowledge of Microsoft programs

c.  Undergraduate degree or Master’s degree

d.  CGSOC graduate or senior enlisted equivalent

e.  Experience includes assignments and qualifications in military operations and logistics, force development, doctrine and concept development, and joint staff operations, and Multinational and Coalition operations.

f.  Knowledge of networked information systems and maintenance procedures to include

system Administrator experience.

3.  Future Warfare Studies Support Personnel.


3.1  Assists the government study director in managing and coordinating the development and execution of the annual Future Warfare Study Plan.  Plan, coordinate and execute requirements for Future Warfare analysis support to seminars, staff planning exercises, issues review boards and other Unified Quest supporting events.

3.2  Coordinates CGSC and Army War College students’ participation in Unified Quest events.  Manages, monitors and supports requirements for the Unified Quest integrated product teams, including coordination with senior mentors (general officer level), TRADOC Analysis Center (TRAC). Directly responsible for coordinating the analysis integration for TRAC, CAA, JFCOM, and RAND participation in major events. When appropriate, provides study issues to Chief of Staff Army for review.  Education requirements: Bachelor degree (minimum) or senior military training (Command and General Staff College or equivalent).

3.3  Coordinates and conducts the recruitment, management, organization, and administrative requirements for small events in support of the Future Warfare Study program.  Drafts the semiannual division level historical report and maintain the required historical study records.  Assists in drafting the Unified Quest Senior Leader Seminar Initial Insight Report.  Assists in the management of both physical and document security policies IAW the required regulations.  Attends, analyzes, and reports on seminars that may have an impact on the studies and events of the Future Warfare Studies Division.  Manages the Unified Quest web site and the TRADOC Knowledge Network, Future Warfare Studies Division web sites.

3.4  Manages the FWSD and WGD wargaming lab and a library of battle simulations in support of the study of future concepts.  Assist in the management of the strategic communication program to include preparing briefs, a monthly news letter, and distribution list for each.

3.5  Performs operations research and analysis of future warfare study issues and insights on-line and in a variety of libraries, archives, and think tanks and provides issues and insights in support of the data mining effort.  Must have analytical skills and understanding of operational and strategic levels of war.

3.6  Provide managements and administrative support to seminars, wargames, and requires a working knowledge of the TRADOC reports system, TRADOC administrative regulations, Army security regulations, web site management, simulation programs such as AWARS, GWARS, IWS, POA, OAW I&II, BBS, CBS, and VIC.  Must have analytical skills and understanding of tactical, operational, and strategic levels of war.

QUALITY ASSURANCE PLAN

QUALITY ASSURANCE SURVEILLANCE PLAN (QASP)
 GENERAL PROVISIONS
The following general provisions provide the overall surveillance guidelines applicable to the Army Wargame requirement.  Addendums to these general provisions include tasks, specific deliverables, monthly checklists and other contract specific information required for surveillance not otherwise indicated in these general provisions.  A copy of these general provisions, addendums, and completed monthly checklists shall be included in the Contracting Officer Representative (COR) contract inspection files.
A.  INTRODUCTION.
      (1)  Purpose.  This plan establishes the Government’s guide to systematically and effectively monitor and assess the contractor’s work performance.  It also outlines the corrective procedures to be taken against the contractor for deficient performance.   Information gathered from this surveillance plan will be used to document the contract file with sufficient information to support a decision on the exercise of an option or in support of other actions to include termination, payment, expansion, etc.  Because this plan is a tool to be used by the Government, it can be modified at any time as necessary, however shall not conflict with stated contract provisions.  The decision to change the plan would depend largely on the contractor’s demonstrated capability to carry out its quality control plan effectively and a determination that the change is in the best interests of the Government.  It is noted that future changes may be subject to the TRADOC contracts review process prior to change implementation.
      (2)  Functions Surveyed.
           (a)  The Government will maintain a broad view of contractor performance by monitoring how the Contractor implements the requirements of each contract task and the timeliness and quality of deliverables required.  Additionally, the Government will review all documentation submitted by the contractor and conduct in-process reviews (IPRs) as established in the contract or upon identified need.  These IPRs will be focused on completed work and work in process.

 (b)  Thorough documentation of services provided under this contract is essential.  The Government will do this by routing factual reports prepared by the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR), if appointed, or other assigned activity POC to the Contracting Officer (KO) through monthly checklists documenting performance and/or through other direct correspondence with the KO.  These reports will document acceptable or outstanding performance as well as deficient or unperformed work.  Deficient work shall be documented on the DA Form 5479-R and submitted to the Contractor for comments prior to execution.
             (c)  The Government’s COR will maintain surveillance of the Contractor’s records and other direct performance covering the services performed under the contract.  The COR will also provide surveillance in the review of the monthly Contractor’s Progress reports, trip reports, and deliverables to include all reimbursable Other Direct Costs (ODCs) and travel, as appropriate.
B.  HOW TO USE THIS PLAN.
      (1)  Scheduling.  Each inspection made by the COR will be scheduled IAW paragraph B.(3)(a) below. The following is a list and frequency of inspections:
a. Contractor deliverables - IAW contract
b. IPRs - As required             
c. Customer Comments - when received
      (2)  Surveillance Methods.
             (a)  Random Sampling.  This is a sampling method whereby some part, but not all of the contractor’s performance is evaluated.  In this manner the COR and any technical POC (TPOC) need only make a few observations from which they can project the quality of the entire process.  The Government will randomly inspect the contractor’s inspection records and timekeeping records, as appropriate. 
             (b)  100 Percent Inspection.  This is an inspection method whereby all contractor tasks are monitored.  This method provides the best indication of contractor performance and the most documented basis to support the exercise of an option.  The Government will generally use the 100 percent inspection method for all contractor provided deliverables.
             (c)  Customer Complaints.  This is an inspection method that is initiated by any individual working with or coming in contact with the contractor.  A customer complaint concerns contractor’s performance.  To be successful, this method must be well publicized to the customer.  The Government will use the Customer Complaint method to process any negative observation relating to the contractor’s performance.
      (3)  Surveillance Procedures.  Surveillance of the contractor will generally be focused around a monthly evaluation period.  
          (a)  The COR in coordination with the contractor lead/manager will schedule inspections.  A monthly QASP checklist with comments will be prepared monthly by the COR based on the type of surveillance in Para. B.(1) above.  The checklist will be completed to reflect each month’s performance and submitted to the Contracting Officer (KO) with a copy to Army Capabilities Integration Center (ARCIC) PMD, Acquisition.

(b)  Defects found will be recorded on the checklist and on a Contract Deficiency Report (CDR) (DA Form 5479-R).  A copy of the completed form DA 5479-R will be provided to the contractor for comments.  Upon receipt of contractor’s comments, contractor corrective action will be noted and the form released to the KO and PMD.  Uncorrected deficiencies, lack of response or repetitive deficiencies shall be brought to the direct attention of the KO for assistance in resolution. 
            (c)  Customer Complaints will be submitted to the COR on a DA Form 5477-R,   as incidents occur.  The COR will investigate the complaint and, if validated, document the unsatisfactory performance as a Contract Deficiency Report (CDR).  The CDR will be processed through the contractor to the KO for resolution of the problem.    
            (d)  The contractor will be allotted time to resolve unsatisfactory performance.  If the allotted time is exceeded without cause, the lack of corrective action will also be documented as a CDR.  In addition, if it involves a deliverable, the receiving report acceptance for that portion of the work will not be completed and payment withheld until the action is resolved.
            (e)  The Government expects the contractor to provide fully operational and satisfactory services.  Negative contractor performance based on submitted documentation IAW this plan will be an agenda item during IPRs.
      (4)  Documentation/Reporting Procedures.  All reports and other deliverables shall be provided to the COR IAW contract schedule.  All inspection documentation related to contract performance is an integral part of the file and must be maintained and stored properly.  Supporting documentation may include but is not limited to meeting minutes, correspondence, trip reports, and deliverables.
      (5)  Changes.  The government may unilaterally change any of the matters in this plan prior to the start of the next monthly evaluation period.  Changes may not conflict with the contract terms and conditions and shall not require modification to the contract.

Commitment to Small Business Utilization

Booz Allen has long recognized the vital contribution its suppliers make to the growth and success of the firm and has maintained a consistently high level of interest in the products and services that are being offered in the marketplace and in the businesses that provide them.

Booz Allen implemented its first socioeconomic business utilization program in 1980, and has continued to increase subcontracting opportunities for SB/SDB (including HBCUs/MIs), WOSB, HUBZone, VOSB/SDVOSB concerns. Method to Identify Potential Sources for Solicitation Purposes

In accordance with 52.219-9(d)(5), Booz Allen identifies capable SB/SDB (including HBCUs/MIs), WOSB, HUBZone, VOSB, and SDVOSB concerns through the following activities:

· Seek counsel from Small Business Administration’s (SBA’s) network of Procurement Center Representatives (PCRs) and Commercial Market Representatives (CMRs)

· Conduct searches through the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database (formerly SBA's Pro-Net system), Department of Veterans Affairs, Center for Veteran Enterprise VetBiz Registry, and the Minority Business and Professional Directory

· Maintain an online registration database for all companies wishing to do business with Booz Allen. Internal searches are conducted for small businesses with specific expertise for individual procurements. Once a vendor record is created in the database, any corresponding capabilities briefs and background materials (hard copies) are filed in the small business vendor library maintained as a companion to the database. 

· Contact various local procurement organizations and technical assistance centers [e.g., Fairfax County Chamber of Commerce Matchmakers, George Mason University Procurement Technical Assistance Center (PTAC), D.C. Black Chamber of Commerce, U.S. Department of Education Accredited Postsecondary Minority Institutions, Virginia Minority Supplier Development Council, and Virginia Department of Minority Enterprise/Resource Link]

· Contact government agency Offices of Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization (OSDBUs)

· Contact small business trade associations (e.g., Association for Service Disabled Veterans, The American Small Business Coalition)

· Participate in numerous socioeconomic business trade fairs annually to identify new potential suppliers.  This information is disseminated by Booz Allen’s Strategic Vendor Relations Team to Procurement Department and business development leaders across the firm.

· Host small business open houses at various Booz Allen facilities nationwide.  These forums give small business concerns the opportunity to network with Booz Allen business leaders and promote awareness of the significant contributions small businesses can offer.  Representatives from Booz Allen’s Procurement Team and leaders from each of our business area are linked with small business leaders to discuss capabilities, client agency experience, and upcoming procurement opportunities. 

· Participate in Mid-Atlantic Regional Council (MARC) meetings to exchange information on small business trends, requirements, and participation strategies

The SBLO duties with respect to the subcontracting program include, but are not limited to:

· Work cooperatively with the Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) and the SBA in the preparation and conduct of small business subcontracting program compliance reviews

· Develop and implement procedures to carry out Booz Allen’s policy, small business subcontracting program, and reporting requirements

· Represent Booz Allen at industry meetings and serve as the point of contact for small business entity studies and surveys conducted by the Small Business Administration or government contracting agencies

· Inform small businesses of upcoming subcontracting opportunities through participation in trade fairs, federal procurement conferences, industry conferences, and local affiliations

Booz Allen was awarded a Nunn Perry Award, which recognized outstanding performance of a mentor-protégé teams formed under the Department of Defense Pilot Mentor-Protégé Program.

Assurance of “Utilization of Small Business Concerns” Clause

All Booz Allen subcontracts include a clause entitled "Utilization of Small Business Concerns and Small Disadvantaged Business Concerns" pursuant to FAR 52.219-8 if further subcontracting opportunities exist.  Booz Allen also requires all subcontractors (except small business concerns) that receive subcontracts in excess of $500,000 or in the case of a subcontract for the construction of any public facility, $1,000,000, to adopt a plan that complies with FAR 52.219-9(d)(9).

Additional Assurances

In accordance with FAR 52.219-9(d)(10), Booz Allen has and will continue to perform the following functions as they relate to small business utilization:

· Cooperate in any studies or surveys as may be required by the contracting agency or the SBA in order to determine the extent of compliance with the subcontracting plan or gauge the quality of our overall small business program.

All reports submitted at the close of each fiscal year (both individual and commercial plans) include a delineation, in the Contractor's format, of subcontract awards, in whole dollars, to SDB concerns by North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Industry Subsector.

· Ensure that our subcontractors agree to submit Standard Forms 294 and 295.

Description of Records of Procedures

III.  
Master Subcontracting Plan Implementation

In accordance with FAR 52.219-9(e), Booz Allen provides the following examples of our commitment to small business utilization in all subcontracting to the Federal Government:  

· Booz Allen ensures that solicitation terms and conditions (e.g., format, response time, specifications, quantities, delivery schedules, and terms of payment) are sufficiently simple and attainable to attract the maximum response from SBs/SDBs (including HBCUs/MIs), WOSBs, HUBZone small businesses, and VOSBs/SDVOSBs.

· Procurement and program personnel ensure compliance with the firm's make-or-buy Policy and federal regulations applicable to make-or-buy subcontracting decisions.  When structuring a make-or-buy program or deciding to subcontract, Procurement and client facing staff involved with the proposal process ensure consideration is given to participation of SBs/SDBs (including HBCUs/MIs), WOSBs, HUBZone small businesses, and VOSBs/SDVOSBs.

In addition, such firms are notified that misrepresentation of their business status can result in the loss of subcontracting opportunities with Booz Allen, in addition to civil and criminal penalties.

IV.  
Timely Payment of Invoices
