CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (FEB 2007) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. (1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer--Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) the Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, and Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) Central Contractor Registration (CCR). Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation) and computes a proposed rate).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process

the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.

C-1 General

C-1.1 Background:  The following performance work statement provides Army concepts development support to the Training & Doctrine Command (TRADOC) Army Capabilities Integration Center (ARCIC), Concepts Development & Experimentation Directorate (CDED), Joint & Army Concepts Division (JACD), Fort Monroe, VA.  JACD develops, integrates, and coordinates Army concepts for future joint operations - including the Army capstone concept, operating concepts, functional concepts, and concept capability plans in support of capabilities based assessments.  It serves as the TRADOC lead, in support of the Army Staff (ARSTAF), for the development of the joint land operations aspects of the family of Joint Operations Concepts (JOpsC). It supports joint and Army experimentation of Army concepts.  It identifies Army future Modular Force capabilities necessary to enable the Army to conduct joint operations as envisioned in Army concepts. JACD provides staff management of the TRADOC scenarios program and supports the ARSTAF in the development of Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) Defense Planning Scenarios (DPS), including Multi-Service Force Deployment (MSFD) documentation with the objective of ensuring the Army and Joint scenarios adequately represent appropriate Army concepts and capabilities envisioned for the future.

C-1.2 Requirement: This PWS specifically identifies the support requirement for developing Army concepts and future capabilities for the Army’s future Modular Force eight to 20 years into the future within a “concepts-to-capabilities” framework. Army concepts development (includes concept capability plans) and JOpsC development processes consist of four phases:  1) Initiation, 2) Writing, 3) Assessment and 4) Revision. The initiation phase includes concept idea proposals, the vetting and possible approval of ideas for further development and the assignment of concept authors to write concepts.  The writing phase covers everything necessary to produce an approved concept document.  This includes reviewing and commenting on other work produced internally and externally.  The assessment phase provides an appraisal of a concept’s key aspects through experimentation and other forms of analysis.  This also includes production and presentation of briefings over important aspects of the concepts in appropriate forums to gain feedback.  Lastly, the revision phase includes all of the steps necessary to revise the concept or transition the concept ideas and capabilities into capability development actions within the Army and Joint Capabilities Integration and Development Systems (CIDS).

C-1.3 Contractor Responsibilities: The Contractor shall be responsible for the research and development of selected Army concepts, concept capability plans, and capabilities required as established in the Army Concepts Strategy and the ARCIC Army Concept & Capability Developments Plan (AC2DP). The contractor must ensure that assigned Army concepts projects are appropriately linked to the Joint Operations Concepts (JOpsC), as established in CJCSI 3010.02B, Joint Operations Concept Development Process (JOpsC-DP).  The contractor is responsible for supporting the development of assigned JOpsC concepts and ensuring that joint land operations envisioned for the next 8 to 20 years, established in Army concepts, are adequately addressed in the JOpsC concepts. The contractor is responsible for developing assigned Army concepts using a “problem – solution” method.  The concepts must identify military problems and propose solutions for new and innovative ways to conduct operations, going beyond merely improving the ability to execute missions under existing standards of performance.  The concepts must provide a visualization of future operations and describe how a commander, using military art and science, might employ capabilities necessary to meet future military challenges.  The concepts will identify future required capabilities that may render previous ways of warfighting obsolete, and may significantly change the measures of success in military operations overall. The contractor is responsible for developing strategic communications initiatives that enable joint and Army experimentation of assigned Army concepts. The contractor will be assigned responsibilities for detailed support of initiatives for the integration of Army and Joint concept-based capabilities into the appropriate capabilities integration and development systems (CIDS) – including Army CIDS and Joint CIDS and providing detailed support to specific Joint and Army experiment programs and venues as established in the AC2DP and the Joint Innovation Experimentation (JI&E) campaign plan (CPLAN).

C-1.4 This contract shall be for a base period of 12 months plus four 12 month optional periods.  Performance periods are projected as follows:

C-2 Terms and Definitions

C-2.1 Capabilities-based Assessment (CBA).  The CBA is the JCIDS analysis process that includes four phases: the Functional Area Assessment (FAA), Functional Needs Analysis (FNA), Functional Solution Analysis (FSA), and Post Independent Analysis (PIA). The results of the CBA are used to develop a Joint Capabilities Document (JCD) or Initial Capabilities Document (ICD). (CJCSI 3170.01E)

C-2.2 Capability.  The ability to achieve a desired effect under specified standards and conditions through combinations of means and ways to perform a set of tasks. It is defined by an operational user and expressed in broad operational terms in the format of a JCD, ICD, or a joint DCR. In the case of materiel proposals, the definition will progressively evolve to DOTMLPF performance attributes identified in the CDD and the CPD. (CJCSI 3170.01E)

C-2.3 Capability Gaps. The inability to achieve a desired effect under specified standards and conditions through combinations of means and ways to perform a set of tasks. The gap may be the result of no existing capability or lack of proficiency or sufficiency in existing capability. (CJCSI 3170.01E)

C-2.4 Capabilities Needs Analysis (CNA).  The CNA provides senior Army leadership an integrated, operational assessment of the Army’s capability to meet current mission readiness while building the future force (expressed as risks).  By determining risk elimination/mitigation and trade-off strategies, it provides warfighter-based recommendations to influence POM decisions, underpinned by sound analysis. (TR 71-20 Draft)

C-2.5 Capstone Concept.  A capstone concept is a holistic future concept that is a primary reference for all other concept development. This overarching concept provides direct linkages to national and defense level 5 planning documents. A capstone concept drives the development of subordinate concepts. For example, the CCJO drives the development of joint operating concepts, joint functional concepts, joint integrating concepts, and Service concepts. The Army’s capstone concept, TP 525-3-0, drives the development of Army operating and functional concepts as well as CCPs. (TR 71-20 Implementing Draft)

C-2.6 Concept.  A notion or statement of an idea – an expression of how something might be done – that can lead to an accepted procedure. A military concept is the description of methods (ways) for employing specific military attributes and capabilities (means) in the achievement of stated objectives (ends). Concepts start as untested hypotheses.  They should be written as such and should set up criteria for testing its feasibility through experimentation. Adapted from CJCSI 3010.02B and TR 71-20 Draft)

C-2.7 Concept Capability Plan (CCP).  A CCP describes the application of elements of joint and Army concepts to selected mission, enemy, terrain and weather, time, troops available, and civilian conditions. It is typically more illustrative and descriptive than a concept, and more focused in its purpose. A CCP includes one or more illustrative vignette(s) for a specific scenario and a set of distinguishing principles applicable to a particular operation. It may include multiple illustrative vignettes for specific mission, function, or operation from the range of military operations. The CCPs provide architecture data to support experimentation and the continuous refinement of the concept and architecture. The CCPs have the narrowest focus of all concepts in order to derive detailed required capabilities and operational architectures. The CCPs include the required details to initiate the capabilities-based assessment within the JCIDS. (TR 71-20 Draft)

C-2.8 CONOPS.  For concept development, CONOPS are used to provide the overall understanding of an operation and the broad flow of tasks assigned to subordinate/supporting entities.  CONOPS focus on describing the end-to-end streams of activities and how the commander might organize and employ forces or functional capabilities to accomplish those activities. CONOPS include illustrative vignettes and scenarios. (Adapted from CJCSI 3010.02B)

C-2.9 Functional Area Analysis (FAA). The FAA is the first step of the JCIDS CBA. It identifies the operational tasks, conditions, and standards needed to achieve military objectives. It uses the national strategies, joint and Army concepts, the UJTL, the AUTL, and the anticipated range of broad capabilities that adversaries might employ as input. Its output is a list of capabilities their associated tasks and attributes to be reviewed in the follow-on FNA. The FAA includes cross-capability analysis and cross system analysis in identifying the operational task, conditions, and standards. (CJCSI 3170.01E)
C-2.10 Experimentation. Experimentation is the essence of gathering and examining of data in order to draw conclusions.  Experimentation is an iterative process for assessing the effectiveness of varying proposed warfighting concepts, capabilities or conditions as well as evaluating a concept’s proposed solutions.  The results of experimentation can lead to recommendations for the development of new concepts, the revision of existing concepts or for changes in doctrine, organization, training, materiel, leadership personnel and facilities (DOTMLPF) and policy that are required to achieve significant advances in future operational capabilities. Experimentation includes a variety of venues including wargames, seminars, limited objective experiments (LOEs), and exercises. (Adapted from CJCSI 3010.02B)

C-2.11 Military Problem.  Describes a specific future military problem for which there is currently no adequate military solution.  The urgency in solving the military problem is such that an evolutionary approach to solving it is considered insufficient. (CJCSI 3010.02B)

C-2.12 Scenario.  A graphic and narrative description of area, environment, means (political, economic, social, and military), and events of a future hypothetical conflict. Scenarios provide a framework for assessing the U.S. force capabilities under specified situations; identifying potential improvements to Army, joint, and multinational services DOTMLPF; and evaluating proposed concepts and changes to the Army. (TR 71-4)

C-2.13  Solution.  Solutions are ideas expressed within the concept that are supportable by logic and viable to investigation through assessment.  Concept solutions include a description of how an operation or function will be conducted, what capabilities are required, and (in the case of CCPs and joint integrating concepts) decomposes solutions into fundamental tasks, conditions, and standards.

C-3 Government Furnished Supplies/Equipment.  All property furnished by the government will be provided upon contract start date and will terminate upon contract completion date.
C-3.1. The government shall provide the contractor with access to government publications, technical references and personnel to facilitate contractor support.

C-3.2 A work area shall be provided for the contractor’s use in execution of required tasks.  This space shall include all necessary equipment for the contractor to conduct work related activities.

C-3.3 All other equipment and/or supplies necessary to execute contract responsibilities not provided by the government will be the responsibility of the contractor.

C-4 Contractor furnished services and supplies.

C-4.1 Labor
C-4.1.1 Contractor will provide all required concept development support to JACD projects.  The contractor will provide full time concept developers in order to adequately deliver all concept development tasks outlined in Section C-1.2, C-5.1 and follow-on subparagraphs.

C-4.1.2 The Contractor will provide support on-site during the hours of (0800-1700 hours), daily, excluding holidays.  Overtime is not authorized. Services shall be performed at Joint & Army concepts Division JACD), Bldg. 163, Rooms 101 and 102 Fort Monroe, VA.

C-4.1.3 The Contractor will designate and identify an on-site POC/Lead with authority to allocate contractor resources and to obligate and commit the contractor. The contractor on-site POC/Lead will provide in-process review of assigned concept development, capabilities analysis, and experimentation analysis support during weekly scheduled meetings.

C-4.1.4  Security Provisions.  Work under this contract requires contractor personnel to possess a SECRET clearance.

C-5 Contractor Tasks

C-5.1 General: The contractor will support the four phases of concept development of Army concepts and CCPs as addressed in paragraph C-1.1 above.

C-5.1.1 General knowledge, skills, and abilities (KSAs) required under this task include as a minimum: devising event-driven timelines to highlight all writing events, guiding the overall effort, producing concept documents to quality and time expectations, effectively collaborating with representatives from the joint and Army concept community, presenting the concepts to decision makers for approval, and implementing an effective communications strategy that advances the ideas to the development of fielded capabilities. The capability to develop quality concepts products is dependent on strong knowledge of operational and functional joint and Army doctrine, contemporary issues, and emerging insights from current Army operations conducted in a joint, multi-national and interagency environment and context. Joint and Army operational and tactical functional expertise is essential.  This required functional expertise includes the areas of Battle Command (BC)/Command & Control (C2), Intelligence, Reconnaissance, & Surveillance (ISR)/See, Force Application (FA)/Fires & Maneuver, Protection, and Logistics/Sustainment. Knowledge of joint and Army concepts, experimentation, and capability development systems is a necessity.

C-5.1.2 All concept development is to be performed using standard business practices, TRADOC Regulation (TR) 71-20 (Draft), Army Concept & Capability Development Plan (AC2DP), CJCSI 3010.02B, CJCSI 3170.01E, local directives/guidance provided at website: www.tradoc.army.mil - click “publications”, and joint concepts directives/guidance provided at website: www.dtic.mil/futurejointwarfare.

C-5.2  Capabilities and Experimentation Development Support:  The contractor will analyze capabilities and experimentation processes and existing products, conduct assessments of how to effectively transition concept ideas, and associated required capabilities, into appropriate capabilities and experimentation programs including JCIDS/CIDS’ CBAs, CNAs, Army experiments and wargames, the Joint Experiment Process Guide (EPG) and Joint Experimentation campaign Plan (CPLAN).
C-5.2.1 General knowledge, skills, and abilities (KSAs) required under this task include as a minimum:

C-5.2.1.1 The ability to research and analyze concepts and capabilities documents, develop methods for displaying and prioritizing elements of concepts and capabilities in order to influence capability development systems and programs to include CIDS, CNA, JCIDS.

C-5.2.1.2 The ability to research and analyze concepts and capabilities documents, develop methods for prioritizing elements of concepts and capabilities in order to enable concept-based experimentation systems and programs to include Joint and Army experimentation integrated questions list, venue analysis, and experimentation design.

C-5.2.2 All capabilities and experimentation analysis is to be performed using standard business practices, TRADOC Regulation (TR) 71-20 (Draft), Army Concept & Capability Development Plan (AC2DP), CJCSI 3010.02B, CJCSI 3170.01E, local directives/guidance provided at website: www.tradoc.army.mil    - click “publications”, and joint concepts directives/guidance provided at website: www.dtic.mil/futurejointwarfare.

C-5.3 General Administrative Information

C-5.3.1 Travel.  Some travel may be required to attend meetings or conferences.  All travel will be pre-approved by the COR and shall be payable under the cost-reimbursable travel line item in the contract.  All travel will be conducted and reimbursed IAW FAR 31.205-46.

C-5.3.2  Contractors will be located in a professional office setting. The contractor will wear requisite office attire.

C-5.3.4  Identification of contractor personnel. All contractor personnel shall wear contractor identification (ID) badges at all times at the government worksite or when attending official meetings or conferences.  Badge shall be made of a nonmetallic material and must be easily readable and include employee name, company name, functional areas of assignment, security clearance (if applicable), and color photograph.  The badge must be worn in a conspicuous place on the front of the exterior clothing and above the waist except when safety or health reasons prohibit such placement.

C-5.3.5  Contractor personnel shall identify themselves as contractor personnel when answering government telephones or when placing official calls and during the course of day to day interactions while performing official duties.

C-5.3.6. The government will provide contractor personnel a government hosted e-mail account with address alias or directory entry including the word “contractor” in the address/directory. The email will be used for official business under this contract and the contractor will ensure that all email include a signature block indicating their contractor status, e.g. “Smith, Bob (Contractor) with the full company name.

C-5.3.7  Accounting for Contract Services/Contractor Manpower Reporting (CMR).

The Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Manpower & Reserve Affairs) operates and maintains a secure Army data collection site where the contractor will report ALL contractor manpower (including subcontractor manpower) required for performance of this contract.  The contractor is required to completely fill in all the information in the format using the following web address: https://contractormanpower.army.pentagon.mil.  The required information includes:  (1) Contracting Office, Contracting Officer, Contracting Officers Technical Representative; (2) Contract number, including task and delivery order number, (3) Beginning and ending dates covered by reporting period, (4) Contractor name, address, phone number, E-mail address, identity of contractor employee entering data; (5) Estimated direct labor hours (including subcontractors); (6) Estimated direct labor dollars paid this reporting period (including subcontractors); (7) Total payments (including subcontractors); (8) Predominant Federal Service Code (FSC) reflecting services provided by contractor (and separate predominant FSC for each subcontractor if different); (9) Estimated data collection cost; (10) Organizational title associated with the Unit Identification Code (UIC) for the Army Requiring Activity (the Army Requiring Activity is responsible for providing the contractor with its UIC for the purposes of reporting this information); (11) Locations where contractor and subcontractors perform the work (specified by zip code in the United States and nearest city, country, when in an overseas location, using standardized nomenclature provided on web site); (12) Presence of deployment or contingency contract language; and (13) Number of contractor and subcontractor employees deployed in theater this reporting period (by country).  As part of its submission, the contractor will also provide the estimated total cost (if any) incurred to comply with this reporting requirement.  Reporting period will be the period of performance not to exceed 12 months ending 30 September of each government fiscal year and must be reported by 31 October of each calendar year. Contractors may use a direct eXtensible Markup Language (XML) data transfer to the database server or fill in the Fields on the web site.  The XML direct transfer is a format for transferring files from a contractor's systems to the secure web site without the need for separate data entries for each required data element at the web site.  The specific formats for the XML direct transfer may be downloaded from the web site.
