Performance Work Statement

Computer Operator Support for the US Army Maneuver Support Center (MANSCEN) Futures Center Simulation and Integration Center

1.0
Introduction:  The MANSCEN Simulation and Integration Center will become the “recognized” Center of Excellence across the Army and the Department of Defense (DoD) for simulations and analysis in support of Maneuver Support and Chemical, Engineer, and Military Police Corps issues.  The Center of Excellence will support The Army Vision, The Army Modeling and Simulation Master Plan, and Army Transformation/Objective Force by conducting experimentation and analysis to assess warfighting concepts, force design, requirements determination, system programs, and evaluation of Doctrine, Organizations, Training, Materiel, Leadership and Education, Personnel, and Facilities (DOTMLPF) concepts and programs in support of the MANSCEN.  Data must be gathered to form the underpinning analytics that allow decision makers at all levels the justification needed to proceed to the next milestone.  The primary avenue of generating data is through experimentation and analysis.

Scope of Work:  The primary objective of this contract is to provide computer operator support utilizing five simulation stations for an exercise that supports the Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) Experimentation and Analysis FY 05 Execution Plan as more fully set out herein below.

3.0
Place of Performance.  The support will be performed on-site at the MANSCEN Simulation and Integration Center, Fort Leonard Wood, MO.  A normal eight-hour workday shall be completed between the hours of 0600 and 1800.

4.0
Period of Performance:  This contract will be performed from 20 June 2005 to 30 June 2005.  

5.0
Personnel Qualifications. The Contractor shall provide a workforce with sufficient technical expertise, experience, skills and other necessary credentials to accomplish the tasks described below.  The Contractor shall be responsible for identifying personnel with the requisite technical expertise, experience, and skills; and for notifying the contracting officer of any real or potential deficiencies in personnel availability.  This does not, however, relieve the Contractor of any performance requirements.

6.0
Performance Standards:  The tasks shall be performed within the scheduled time allotted for development, execution, and wrap up of experimentation and analysis events as determined by the Contracting Officer.  No schedule slippage or missed milestones shall occur in the performance of these tasks unless approved by the Contracting Officer.

7.0
Tasks.  The following tasks shall be completed for operating the Battle Lab Collaborative Simulation Environment (BLCSE) network in the MANSCEN Simulation and Integration Center:  

· Operate five (5) OneSAF Testbed Baseline (OTB) and its derivatives, or Joint Conflict and Tactical Simulation (JCATS), terminals
· Operate computer hardware, printers, plotters, and other peripherals related to the use of the above terminals.

· Operate Digital Audio Communication Systems (DACS), and others deemed necessary during the period of performance.

· Operate Voice Over Internet Protocol (VOIP) communication systems.

Deliverables:  The Contractor shall provide the following products:

· Functionality reports and trouble reports covering operation of the Simulation software and hardware during the exercise.

· Weekly Status Reports that may include briefings, after-action reviews (AARs), exercise reports, and document reviews.

8.1
Payment for completion of tasks:  Upon completion of the exercise and acceptance of the deliverables outlined above, the COR will authorize full payment of the contract amount. 

9.0 Administrative Management:  A kick-off meeting will be held within 15 working days of contract award between the Government and the Contractor.  Both the contract agency representative and the Contractor's personnel that will carry out the tasks outlined in the contract will attend said meeting.  In Progress Reviews (IPRs) will be held weekly at the MANSCEN Simulation and Integration Center, Fort Leonard Wood, MO.

10.0
Government Furnished Property:  The Government will provide the Contractor with all documents and information necessary to perform the contract tasks.  All information provided to the Contractor by the Government in any form shall be used solely for the purpose of performing the requirements of the task order associated with such information.  All such information shall be considered as Government furnished property and shall not be further used by the Contractor nor distributed by the Contractor to anyone inside nor outside the Contractor's organization without the prior approval of the Contracting Officer. All Government provided information shall be returned to the Government or destroyed at the Contracting Officer’s discretion upon the completion of the task order. The Contractor shall not attempt to access any Governmental files (on-line or hard copy) not applicable to the tasks being performed or necessary to perform the contract requirements.  All information resources used by the Contractor are subject to monitoring.  The Government will provide the administrative support and the property described below for use by the Contractor in performance of the contract requirements. 

10.1  Access to the TRADOC BLCSE via the Fort Leonard Wood site.  This access includes use of shared services related to their work (printers, shared files, public folders) and Intranet access.  The Government will maintain this access.  The Contractor shall be subject to all access policies.  The Contractor shall not load any software, physically move the computer, or make any changes to the computer configuration without the Contracting Officer’s (KO) approval.  Contractor or personally-owned equipment will not be connected to the network or any Government equipment.

10.2  Office supplies.  No supplies shall be used for any purpose other than required to perform the contract requirements.  

10.3  Office equipment (e.g. desks, chairs, and other office furniture) necessary for the Contractor to perform these task order requirements in Government facilities.  No equipment shall be used for any purpose other than that required to perform the contract requirements.  

10.4  Office space has been approved for Contractor usage; using simulation networks and equipment is required to accomplish the tasks. 

10.5  Peripherals such as desktop computers, laptop computers (as required) as well as computers, software, and other simulation hardware necessary to conduct the simulations and analyses requested by the Government under this task order.

10.6  Access to documents, regulations and other appropriate information, consistent with security classification of the contract and in accordance with applicable security procedures.  The Government will provide classified storage, security management, and classified documentation destruction.

10.7  Telephone and telephone basic service, (i.e., on post, local area, and long distance for official Government use) which does not include telephone charges for Contractor-specific business.  The Contractor shall provide its own phone card or cell phone to make any calls to its company offices.  The Contractor shall be subject to Government-established policies on network and phone use.  If the Contractor experiences phone problems, a phone trouble call will be registered at 6-1151.  The Contractor shall not install, move, unplug, or alter any phone or voice device without KO approval.

10.8  The Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) will coordinate the use of the Video Teleconferencing Center (VTC).

Data Requirements Appendix

Security Clearances:  Work on this task will require access to classified material up to and including SECRET and may result in the production of classified material.  In all cases, personnel assigned to the project will possess requisite security clearances.  SIPRNET access will not be given for this task.

Contractor Identification:  Contractor personnel shall be required to identify themselves as a Contractor when attending meetings, answering Government telephones, or making phone calls on behalf of the Government.  The Contractor shall provide nametags to contracted employees identifying them as Contractors with name, Contractor organization, picture, and classification level as a minimum.  E-mail identification for contracted employees will display the word ‘Contractor’ in addition to the individual’s name, and the company name will be included in the Contractor’s e-mail signature block.  Contractor personnel shall ensure they obtain and maintain personal identification and vehicle registration IAW installation regulations.

Restrictions:  The Contractor shall receive no privileged, proprietary, or otherwise sensitive information without the Government's knowledge and without both the Government and Contractor implementing appropriate safeguards or agreements thereon.  The Contractor shall not divulge any information accessed and obtained during the course of performing this task to other Contractor staff or anyone outside the Government.  Failure to adhere to these non-disclosure safeguards may result in termination of this task.  Final ownership and copyright (if required) of any deliverable will be with the Government.  Organizational structures and safeguards shall be used for protecting sensitive information and will be employed to ensure Contractor cannot gain any unfair advantage and that no conflict of interest exists.

Government Rights:  The Government has unlimited rights to all documents/ material produced under this contract.  All documents and materials, including the source codes of any software, produced under this contract shall be Government owned and are the property of the Government with all rights and privileges of ownership/copyright belonging exclusively to the Government.  These documents and materials may not be used or sold by the Contractor without written permission from the Contracting Officer.  All materials supplied to the Government shall be the sole property of the Government and may not be used for any other purpose.  This right does not abrogate any other Government rights under the applicable Data Rights Clause(s).
