Summarized Report of Results of Trial


First Judicial Circuit

On 02 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Lesley J. McNair, Washington, District of Columbia, SSG John M. Hamilton, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of four specifications of assault consummated by battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of assault consummated by battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-4 and to be confined for 60 days.

On 06 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Belvoir, Virginia, SSG Paul L. Scarlett, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of desertion in violation of Article 85, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, and to be confined for 23 months.

On 26 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Eustis, Virginia, SSG Ramon Ewing, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of aggravated sexual abuse of a child, one specification of indecent liberty with a child, one specification of sodomy-not involving force, four specifications of sexual assault of a child, and one specification of producing child pornography, in violation of Articles 120, 120b, 125, and 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 75 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 35 years.

Second Judicial Circuit

On 01 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, PVT Tyler Washington, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of abusive sexual contact in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be confined for 30 days and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 02 June 2017, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, NC, a Sergeant was acquitted by a military judge of one specification of aggravated assault and two specifications of assault consummated by battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ.

On 06 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Benning, Georgia, PVT John S. Burnworth, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of possession of child pornography in violation of Article 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 1 year and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 07 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SSG Albert Rodriguez, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of attempted indecent recording and one specification of indecent recording in violation of Articles 80 and 120c, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of producing of child pornography in violation of Article 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-4 and to be confined for 12 months.

On 15 June 2017, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Rucker, Alabama, SFC Julian J. Clark, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey order or regulation in violation of Article 92, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of failure to obey order or regulation in violation of Article 92, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be reprimanded and to be reduced to the grade of E-5.

[bookmark: _GoBack]On 22 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Benning, Georgia, SSG Jason A. Lopez, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of failure to go to place of duty, seven specifications of failure to obey order or regulation, three specifications of assault consummated by battery, three specifications of larceny, one specification of wrongful appropriation, and two specifications of wrongful possession of a firearm, in violation of Articles 86, 92, 121, 128, and 134, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of failure to obey order or regulation, one specification of possession of a controlled substance, and five specifications of assault consummated by battery in violation of Articles 92, 112a, and 128, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be confined for 2 years.

On 28 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SPC Alan Laguna, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of sexual assault, three specifications of abusive sexual contact, and one specification of assault consummated by battery, in violation of Articles 120 and 128, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of assault consummated by battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 3 years and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 28 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SFC Rondell A. Hilliard, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of sexual assault, one specification of incest, and one specification of adultery, in violation of Articles 120 and 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 16 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

Third Judicial Circuit

On 01 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, SGT Shay R. Ridenhour, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of sexual abuse of a child in violation of Article 120b, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 7 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 5 years.

On 08 June 2017, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, SPC Cody B. Fischer, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of absence without leave in violation of Article 86, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of desertion in violation of Article 85, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 9 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 90 days.

On 09 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, CW2 Orlando Velez, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officer members, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of communicating a threat in violation of Article 134, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual assault and two specifications of assault consummated by battery, in violation of Articles 120 and 128, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be reprimanded.

On 12 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, SGT Kurtiss A. Gooch, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of conspiracy to commit larceny and one specification of larceny in violation of Articles 80 and 121, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 11 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 13 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bliss, Texas, SPC Manuel A. Ortiz, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey order or regulation, two specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, and one specification of distribution of a controlled substance, in violation of Articles 92 and 112a, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 7 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 6 months.

On 22 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Sam Houston, Texas, PVT Daniel S. Alcantara, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey order or regulation, one specification of sexual assault, one specification of aggravated sexual contact, and two specifications of abusive sexual contact, in violation of Articles 92 and 120, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of two specifications of sexual assault, two specifications of abusive sexual contact, and one specification of communicating a threat, in violation of Articles 120 and 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 25 years and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 23 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, SGT Charles E. Slay, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officer members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of battery upon a child under the age of 16 in violation of Article 128, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual abuse of a child, one specification of battery upon a child under the age of 16, one specification of aggravated assault upon a child under the age of 16, and two specifications of child endangerment, in violation of Articles 120b, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be reprimanded and to be reduced to the grade of E-3.

On 29 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, a Staff Sergeant was acquitted by a military judge of one specification of rape, three specifications of sexual assault, two specifications of aggravated assault, eight specifications of assault consummated by battery, one specification of battery upon a child under the age of 16, and one specification of simple assault with an unloaded firearm, in violation of Articles 120 and 128, UCMJ.  

On 30 June 2017, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Sill, Oklahoma, PVT Emmanuel Victoria, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of wrongful appropriation, one specification of assault consummated by battery, and one specification of impeding an investigation, in violation of Articles 121, 128, and 134, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of false official statement, one specification of assault consummated by battery, one specification of housebreaking, and one specification of furnishing alcohol to a minor, in violation of Articles 107, 128, 130, and 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 100 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 90 days.

Fourth Judicial Circuit

On 01 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Elmendorf-Richardson, Alaska, SSG Joseph D. Huewitt, United States Army, was convicted by a panel of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of false official statement and one specification of solicitation, in violation of Articles 107 and 134, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to be reduced to the grade of E-4, to pay the United States a fine of $200.00 and to be confined for 8 days if the fine is not paid, and to perform hard labor without confinement for 60 days.

On 01 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Camp Foster, Okinawa, Japan, SSG Robert L. Dedeaux, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of adultery in violation of Article 134, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of rape and one specification of abusive sexual contact in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded.

On 08 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bliss, Texas, a Private First Class was acquitted by a military judge of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.

On 09 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Carson, Colorado, SPC Sebastian B. McGill, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of assault consummated by battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of two specifications of battery upon a child under the age of 16 and two specifications of communicating a threat in violation of Articles 128 and 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 14 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 12 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Wainwright, Alaska, PFC Shakim A. Jenkins, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of sexual assault of a child in violation of Article 120b, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 8 months and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 13 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Wainwright, Alaska, SPC Rashieed R. Johnson, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of possession of child pornography in violation of Article 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 40 days and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 14 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bliss, Texas, SPC Andrew W. Bowhall, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of sexual assault of a child and one specification of adultery in violation of Articles 120b and 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 3 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 18 months.

On 19 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Wheeler Army Airfield, Hawaii, PVT Michael G. Walker, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of three specifications of sexual abuse of a child, one specification of battery upon a child under the age of 16, and one specification of communicating a threat, in violation of Articles 120b, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 10 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 20 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SSG Michael P. Malloy, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of three specifications of abusive sexual contact in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-4 and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 22 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bliss, Texas, SPC Steven Q. Parks, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of conspiracy to fail to obey order or regulation and four specifications of failure to obey order or regulation in violation of Articles 81 and 92, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 6 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 5 months.

On 23 June 2017, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Carson, Colorado, PVT Timothy D. Campbell, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of absence without leave in violation of Article 86, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 98 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

Fifth Judicial Circuit

On 01 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Rose Barracks, Germany, PVT Christopher R. Dubrow, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of false official statement and two specifications of assault consummated by battery in violation of Articles 107 and 128, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual assault and one specification of abusive sexual contact, in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 5 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 01 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Vicenza, Italy, SSG Thomas Ayala, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of aggravated sexual contact in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of attempted sexual assault in violation of Article 80, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 8 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 02 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Rose Barracks, Germany, SGT Joshua D. Pifher, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of failure to obey order or regulation, one specification of wrongful possession of a controlled substance, one specification of adultery, two specifications of drunk and disorderly conduct, and two specifications of communicating a threat, in violation of Articles 92, 112a, and 134, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of one specification of attempted housebreaking, one specification of assault consummated by battery, and one specification of communicating a threat, in violation of Articles 80, 128, and 134, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 13 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 16 June 2017, at a special court-martial convened at Ansbach, Germany SFC Ontego D. Straight, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of attempted larceny, one specification of conspiracy to commit larceny, and one specification of false official statement in violation of Articles 80, 81, and 107, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-6.

On 30 June 2017, at a general court-martial convened at Vicenza, Italy, a Sergeant was acquitted by a military panel composed of officer and enlisted members of three specifications of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.
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
