Summarized Report of Results of Trial

First Judicial Circuit

On 01 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Campbell, Kentucky, PFC Dominic S. Myers, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of fraudulent enlistment, three specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, and one specification of wrongful distribution of a controlled substance, in violation of Articles 83 and 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 6 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As a part of an offer to plead guilty, a pre-trial agreement limited confinement to 5 months.

On 04 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Lee, Virginia, 2LT Joseph L. Brown, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of three specifications of larceny and one specification of obstruction of justice, in violation of articles 121 and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of two specifications of larceny and one specification of obstructing justice, in violation of Articles 121 and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 75 days, and to be dismissed from the service. 

On 05 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Drum, New York, SPC Ryan N. Travis, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his plea, of one specification of violation of a lawful general order in violation of Article 92, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to no punishment.

On 06 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Campbell, Kentucky, a Private, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members of on specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  

On 07 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at West Point, New York, SPC Trenton M. Lawrence, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of abusive sexual contact and one specification of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Articles 120 and 128, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 45 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 13 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Drum, New York, PVT Miguel A. Padilla, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of indecent visual recording, and one specification of wrongful distribution of an indecent recording, in violation of Article 120c, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 6 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 20 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at West Point, New York, CDT Nathan A. Roden, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of five specifications of wrongfully violating a lawful general regulation, one specification of wrongfully violating a lawful order, and two specifications of unlawfully carrying a concealed weapon, in violation of Articles 92 and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 15 months and to be dismissed from the service.

On 22 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Lee, Virginia, a Private First Class, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members of one specification of a failure to obey a lawful general regulation, two specifications of abusive sexual contact, and two specifications of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Articles 92, 120, and 128, UCMJ.

On 26 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Lee, Virginia, SSG Michael S. Lutz, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of attempting to distribute child pornography and two specifications of possession of child pornography, in violation of Articles 80 and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 3 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 15 months.

On 27 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Drum, New York, SGT Eric A. Ramos-Cruz, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of cruelty and maltreatment, one specification of abusive sexual contact, one specification of sodomy, and seven specifications of assault, in violation of Article 93, 120, 125, and 128, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of three specifications of abusive sexual contact, one specification of sodomy, and five specifications of assault, in violation of Article 120, 125, and 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 10 years, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 29 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Campbell, Kentucky, PFC Michael H. Saint-Martin, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of wrongful distribution of a controlled substance, two specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, and one specification of wrongful possession of a controlled substance, in violation of Article 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 11 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As a part of an offer to plead guilty, a pre-trial agreement limited confinement to 10 months.



Second Judicial Circuit
 
On 05 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SPC Anthony Rodriguez, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 15 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 06 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SPC Joshua D. Hall, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his plea, of one specification of sexual abuse of a child in violation of Article 120b, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 48 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 11 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Benning, Georgia, SFC Catrina M. Drake, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to her pleas, of two specifications of absence without leave and one specification of disrespect toward a superior commissioned officer, in violation of Articles 86 and 89, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-4 and to be confined for 45 days.

On 12 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Gordon, Georgia, SPC Brenton H. Weiss, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of willfully disobeying a superior commissioned officer, three specifications of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of adultery, in violation of Articles 90, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 13 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, a Sergeant, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, of two specifications of aggravated sexual contact with a child, one specification of rape of a child, two specifications of sexual abusive contact with a child, one specification of aggravated sexual contact with a child, and one specification of aggravated sexual assault, in violation of Article 120, UCMJ (1 October 2007 - 27 June 2012).

On 14 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Stewart, Georgia, PVT Brian T. Hicks, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of four specifications of larceny and one specification of housebreaking, in violation of Articles 121 and 130, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 8 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 20 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, MSG Grady D. Dewitt, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of assault consummated by a battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of abusive sexual contact and one specification of indecent exposure, in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded.

On 27 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Stewart, Georgia, PFC Alexander L. Guenther, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of sexual abuse of a child in violation of Article 120b, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 5 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 27 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, a Sergeant First Class, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members of two specifications of sexual assault in violation of Article 120 (after 28 June 2012), UCMJ.

Third Judicial Circuit

On 05 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, PVT Ryan C. Herchenrader, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of conspiracy, one specification of wrongfully violating a lawful order, one specification of false official statement, one specification of drunken or reckless operation of a vehicle, one specification of wrongful appropriation of a motor vehicle, and one specification of communicating a threat, in violation of Articles 91, 82, 107, 111, 121, and 134 , UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 190 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 06 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, PVT Damian M. Taylor, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of three specifications of sexual assault of a child in violation of Article 120b, UCMJ. Contrary to his pleas, the accused was convicted of two specifications of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 50 months and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 36 months.

On 06 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, SGT David E. Straw, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one speciation of assault consummated by a battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. Contrary to his pleas, the accused was convicted by a military judge of one specification of cruelty and maltreatment, two specifications of abusive sexual contact, one specification of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of indecent language, in violation of Articles 93, 120 (after 28 June 2012), 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 50 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad conduct discharge.

On 07 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Polk, Louisiana, PFC Kathryn L. Hopkins, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to her pleas, of two specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance and three specifications of wrongful distribution of a controlled substance, in violation of Article 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 11 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 08 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, SPC Marvin A. Williams, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of absence without leave in violation of Article 86, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 11 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 5 months.

On 11 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, PVT Antee A. Gravette, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of escaping custody, four specifications of assault consummated by a battery, one specification of communicating a threat, and one specification of drunk and disorderly conduct, in violation of Articles 95, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 27 months and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 24 months.

On 13 June 2018 at a special court-martial convened at Fort Sill, Oklahoma, SSG Alfred A. Alcala, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of three specifications of violation of a general regulation, one specification of violation of a written order, two specifications of cruelty and maltreatment, one specification of false official statement, and one specification of adultery, in violation of Article 92, 93, 107, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-3.

On 19 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, SPC Brenden S. Fahlman, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of false official statement and one specification of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Article 107 and 128, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of abusive sexual contact in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 1 year 9 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 21 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, SPC Zachary J. Ford, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his plea, of one specification of wrongful possession of a controlled substance in violation of Article 112a, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of conspiracy and one specification of wrongful introduction of a controlled substance to a military installation, in violation of Articles 81 and 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1 and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 27 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, 1LT Scott Ha, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officer members, contrary to his plea, of one specification of invasive visual recording in violation of Article 120c, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual abuse of a child, one specification of aggravated assault, two specifications of assault consummated by a battery, one specification of production of child pornography, one specification of communicating a threat, and one specification of obstructing justice, in violation of Articles 120b, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be dismissed from the service.

On 27 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, SPC Dean J. Willhide, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of violating a lawful order from a superior commissioned officer, four specifications of violating lawful orders from law enforcement officers, one specification of failure to obey a lawful order, one specification of destruction of property, three specifications of extortion, one specification of housebreaking, and seven specifications of communicating a threat, in violation of Articles, 90, 91, 92, 109, 127, 130, and 134, UCMJ. Contrary to his plea, the accused was convicted of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of communicating a threat in violation of Article 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 8 years and 3 months, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

Brauda, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of conspiracy, three specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, three specifications of wrongful possession of a controlled substance, and one specification of wrongful appropriation of a motor vehicle, in violations of Articles 81, 112a, and 121, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 5 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

Fourth Judicial Circuit

On 01 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bliss, Texas, PFC Dylan R. Applegate, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of absence without leave, one specification of wrongful use of a controlled substance, one specification of abusive sexual contact, and one specification of wrongful distribution of nude images, in violation of Articles 86, 112a, 120, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 19 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 12 months.

On 04 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Wheeler Army Airfield, Hawaii, SSG Celso R. Rivas, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of false official statement, one specification of sexual assault of a child, and one specification of sexual abuse of a child, in violation of Articles 107 and 120b, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 54 months, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. 

On 05 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bliss, Texas, Jose L. Encarnacion, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of adultery in violation of Article 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 15 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 05 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington PVT Zachary Lopez, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of willfully disobeying a superior commissioned officer, one specification of disobeying a noncommissioned officer, two specifications of failure to obey a lawful order, two specifications of assault consummated by a battery in violation of Article 90, 91, 92, and 128, of the UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of two specifications of willfully disobeying a superior commissioned officer, and one specification of aggravated assault, in violation of Articles 90 and 128, of the UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 6 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 13 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, 1LT Dominick A. Andrezze, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of dereliction of duty, one specification of assault consummated by battery, and one specification of conduct unbecoming of an officer and gentleman, in violation of Articles 92, 128, and 133, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of aggravated sexual contact and one specification of conduct unbecoming of an officer and gentleman, in violation of Articles 120 and 133, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to forfeit $3,000.00 pay per month for 1 month, to be confined for 30 days, and to be dismissed from the service. 

On 21 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SGT Miguel A. Garcia, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of abusive sexual contact, in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual assault and two specifications of abusive sexual contact, in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit $1,638.00 pay per month for 2 months, to be restricted for 45 days, and to be confined for 90 days.

On 25 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Camp Humphreys, Korea, SPC Trevin L. Hagood, Jr., United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of wrongfully violating a lawful general order and two specifications of aggravated assault, in violation of Articles 92 and 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 30 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As part of the offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 24 months.

On 26 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Camp Humphreys, Republic of Korea, a Sergeant First Class, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officer members, of two specifications of conspiracy and two specifications of wrongful disposition military property, in violation of Articles 81 and 108, UCMJ.

On 27 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Carson, Colorado, SSG Martin U. Ewers, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of violating a lawful general regulation and one specification of false official statement, in violation of Articles 92 and 107, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of false official statement in violation of Article 107, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 90 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 28 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SFC Sean A. Gray, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey lawful general order, six specifications of sexual assault of a child, two specifications of sexual assault, three specification of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of adultery, in violation of Articles 92, 120 (after 28 June 2012), 120b, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 44 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. 

On 29 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Wheeler Army Airfield, Hawaii, SPC Joshua E. Terry, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of willfully disobeying a lawful order, one specification of sexual assault, and four specifications of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Articles 90, 120, and 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 2 years and 6 months, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. 

Fifth Judicial Circuit

On 01 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Rose Barracks, Germany, a Specialist, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, of two specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, three specifications of sexual assault, and one specification of aggravated assault, in violation of Articles 112a, 120, and 128, UCMJ.

On 07 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Stuttgart, Germany, SFC Joseph P. Parker, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey a lawful order and one specification of drunk and disorderly conduct, in violation of Articles 92 and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of two specifications of disrespect of a noncommissioned officer, one specification of wrongful use of provoking words or gestures, one specification of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of drunk and disorderly conduct, in violation of Articles 91, 117, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to no punishment; 4 of 8 members recommended granting him clemency.

On 07 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Vicenza, Italy, SSG David E. Padgett, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of violating a lawful general regulation, one specification of cruelty and maltreatment, three specifications of false official document, two specifications of sexual assault, three specifications of larceny, two specifications of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of communicating a threat, in violation of Articles 92, 93, 107, 120, 121, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be confined for 24 months and to be discharged from service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 12 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Kaiserslautern, Germany, SGT Charles H. Payne, III, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of three specifications of violation of a lawful general regulation in violation of Article 92, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1 and to be confined for 45 days. 

On 12 June 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Vilseck, Germany, SPC Gabriel Reyna, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of four specifications of sexual abuse of a child in violation of Article 120b, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1 and to be confined for 5 months. 

On 30 June 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Kaiserslautern, Germany, PVT Ashneil Wray, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of violation of a lawful order, one specification of drunk and disorderly conduct, one specification of drunk conduct, and two specifications of unlawful entry, in violation of Articles 92 and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of three specifications of wrongful violation of a lawful order, one specification of resisting apprehension, one specification of abusive sexual contact, one specification of aggravated assault, and one specification of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Articles 92, 95, 120, and 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to be reduced the grade of E-1, to forfeit $750.00 per month for 3 months, and to be confined for 90 days.
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
