Summarized Report of Results of Trial

First Judicial Circuit

On 01 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Campbell, Kentucky, PFC Ryan J. Diaz, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of two specifications of absence without leave and one specification of escape from pretrial confinement, in violation of Articles 86 and 95, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 190 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 07 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Joint Base Langley-Eustis, SFC Edwin T. Carter, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of absent without leave in violation of Article 86, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of false official statement in violation of Article 107, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, forfeiture of $540.00 pay per month for two months, and 54 days of hard labor without confinement. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]On 19 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Campbell, Kentucky, SPC Jose E. Sotomayor-Acevedo, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey a lawful order, one specification of possession of child pornography, and one specification of distribution of child pornography, in violation of Articles 92 and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 36 months, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 20 months.

On 27 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Lee, Virginia, PFC Jamie J. Hill, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to her pleas, of five specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, and two specifications of wrongful distribution of a controlled substance, in violation of Article 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit two-thirds pay for 3 months, to be confined for 3 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 30 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Drum, New York, a Private First Class, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members of two specifications of abusive sexual contact in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.

On 30 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Campbell, Kentucky, SSG Walter C. Thombley, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his plea, of one specification of indecent recording in violation of Article 120c, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of two specifications of sexual abuse of a child and two specifications of assault consummated by battery upon child, in violation of Articles 120b and 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 175 days.

Second Judicial Circuit
 
On 01 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Stewart, Georgia, a Sergeant, was acquitted by a military judge of five specifications of false official statement and four specifications of larceny of military property, in violation of Articles 107 and 121, UCMJ.

On 01 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Benning, Georgia, PFC Denzelle W. Busby, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of assault consummated by a battery and one specification of child endangerment by culpable negligence which resulted in grievous bodily harm, in violation of Articles 128 and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of three specifications of attempted wrongful possession of a controlled substance and one specification of assault consummated by a battery upon a child, in violation of Articles 128 and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 60 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 05 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, 2LT Terrence D. Neal, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of absence without leave, one specification of willful and wrongful damage to non-military property, one specification of stalking, three specifications of assault consummated by a battery, one specification of child endangerment, one specification of communicating a threat, and one specification of violating a North Carolina Domestic Violence Order of Protection, in violation of Articles 86, 109, 120a, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 24 months and to be dismissed from the service. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 18 months.

On 06 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Benning, Georgia, PVT Muhammad M. McCorkle, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey a lawful order, one specification of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of wrongfully endeavoring to impede an investigation, in violation of Articles 92, 128, and 134, UCMJ. Contrary to his pleas, the accused was convicted by the military judge of two specifications of assault consummated by a battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of two specifications of strangulation in violation of Article 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 6 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 14 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Stewart, Georgia, SGT Pedro J. Cerrate, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his plea, of one specification of aggravated assault in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to be reduced to the grade of E-4, to forfeit $1,500.00 pay per month for 5 months, and to be confined for 5 months.

On 14 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Benning, Georgia, SSG Shawn K. Hayes, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of desertion in violation of Article 85, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-5 and to be confined for 101 days. 

On 16 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, PFC Brody S. Blaker, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of conspiracy and one specification of obstructing justice, in violation of Articles 81 and 134, UCMJ. Contrary to his pleas, the accused was convicted by a military panel composed of officer members of one specification of conspiracy and two specifications of sexual assault, in violation of Articles 81 and 120 UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 2 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 16 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SGT Gary A. Hemmingsen, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  The accused was acquitted of two specifications of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.  The members sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 90 days, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 19 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SPC Jonathan M. Spivey, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of absence without leave, one specification of violating a lawful general regulation, one specification of resisting arrest, one specification of false official statement, two specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, one specification of sexual assault, one specification of assaulting a law enforcement officer, one specification of adultery, and one specification of drunk and disorderly conduct, in violation of Articles 86, 92, 95, 107, 112a, 120, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of wrongful use of a controlled substance in violation of Article 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 104 months, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 3 years.

On 19 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Stewart, Georgia, PFC Alexander Grossoehme, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of larceny of military property in violation of Article 121, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit $1,000.00 pay per month for 4 months, to be confined for 4 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 26 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, SGT Wayne M. Pollar, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of four specifications of wrongful sale of military property and one specification of larceny of military property, in violation of Articles 108 and 121, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 2 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 29 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, a Sergeant, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.

Third Judicial Circuit

On 01 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, PVT Caleb J. Holmes, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey a lawful general regulation and one specification of maiming, in violation of Articles 92 and 124, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of assault consummated by a battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 18 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 06 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, SGT Thomas M. Adams, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of one specification of aggravated sexual assault of a child, one specification of aggravated sexual abuse of a child, three specifications of indecent liberties with a child, one specification of abusive sexual contact with a child, one specification of sodomy of a minor, one specification of indecent acts with a minor, three specifications of indecent liberties with a minor, and one specification of wrongful production of pornography involving a minor, in violation of Articles 120, 125 and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 43 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 13 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, PFC Teitus A. Tanihu, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of attempted rape, one specification of absence without leave, two specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, one specification of willfully disobeying a superior commissioned officer, two specifications of aggravated assault, and one specification of kidnapping, in violation of Articles 80, 86, 90, 112a, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 14 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 7 years.

On 13 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, a Staff Sergeant, was acquitted by a military judge of one specification of failure to obey a lawful general regulation in violation of Article 92, UCMJ.

On 15 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri, PFC Roy G. Frederick, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of three specifications of sexual assault of a child, in violation of Article 120b, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 10 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 4 years.

On 15 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, PFC Michael D. Balducci, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his plea, of one specification of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of aggravated assault and two specifications of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 6 months.

On 16 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, PVT Kaycee L. Masker, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to her pleas, of four specifications of absence without leave, one specification of willfully disobeying a superior commissioned officer, one specification of failure to obey a lawful general regulation, and two specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, in violation of Articles 86, 90, 92, and 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 16 months and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 12 months.

On 16 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Riley, Kansas, SGT Anthony R. Flowers, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of sexual abuse of a child, two specifications of sexual assault of a child, and one specification of obstruction of justice, in violation of Articles 120b and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 18 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 11 years.

On 19 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, PVT Tyler M. Allen, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of desertion in violation of Article 85, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be confined for 6 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 21 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, SGT Ladarren C. Starling, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of false official statement and one specification of larceny of military property, in violation of Articles 107 and 121, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to a reprimand, to be reduced to the grade of E-3, and to be confined for 120 days. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 90 days.

On 27 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Hood, Texas, MSG Patrick S. Brady, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of fraternization and two specifications of maltreatment, in violation of Articles 92 and 93, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-4, and to perform hard labor without confinement for 45 days. 

Fourth Judicial Circuit

On 01 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Fort Carson, Colorado, SGT Daniel L. Royal, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of conspiracy to commit larceny in violation of Article 81, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 75 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 01 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Wheeler Army Airfield, Hawaii, PFC Andrew J. Whittaker, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of desertion and one specification of missing movement, in violation of Articles 85 and 87, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, and to be confined for 4 months. As a part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 46 days.

On 01 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Camp Humphreys, Republic of Korea, a Sergeant, was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members of one specification of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ.

On 02 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SSG Marcus W. Davis, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of false official statement and four specifications of larceny of military property, in violation of Articles 107 and 121, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to be restricted to the limits of Joint Base Lewis-McChord for 45 days, to pay a fine of $500.00, and to forfeit $500.00 pay per month for 3 months.

On 02 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SPC Damon G. Williams, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of sexual assault and one specification of consumption of alcohol while under the age of 21 years, in violation of Articles 120 and 134, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 15 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 07 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Carson, Colorado, SSG Robert J. Weinreis, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of sexual abuse of a child, one specification of indecent visual recording, one specification of possession of child pornography, and one specification of distribution of child pornography, in violation of Articles 120b, 120c, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 14 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 5 years.

On 07 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Irwin, California, PFC Andre S. Fernandez, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of absence without leave, four specifications of wrongful use of a controlled substance, two specifications of wrongful possession of a controlled substance, and one specification of larceny, in violation of Articles 86, 112a, and 121, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of negligent homicide in violation of Article 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 2 years 6 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 08 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SGT Charles I. Cannon, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of desertion and one specification of absence without leave, in violation of Articles 85 and 86, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of false official statement in violation of Article 107, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 24 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.

On 14 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Irwin, California, PVT Cody J. McNatt, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of willfully disobeying a lawful order, three specifications of aggravated assault, and three specifications of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Articles 92 and 128, UCMJ.  The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 16 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge.  As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 12 months.

On 14 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, MSG Thomasine Isler, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to her pleas, of one specification of drunken or reckless operation of a vehicle, one specification of drunk on duty, and one specification of drunkenness, in violation of Articles 111, 112 and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of absence without leave in violation of Article 86, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded.

On 15 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, a Staff Sergeant (Retired), was acquitted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, of one specification of rape of a child (after 1 Oct 07), two specifications of aggravated sexual contact of a child (after 1 Oct 07), one specification of abusive sexual contact of a child (after 1 Oct 07), one specification of aggravated assault, and one specification of assault consummated by a battery upon a child, in violation of Articles 120 and 128, UCMJ.

On 15 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, PVT Curtis A. Waters, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of sexual assault in violation of Article 120, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to forfeit all pay and allowances, to be confined for 11 years, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 16 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SPC Jaquan M. Seabrook, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of violation of a lawful general regulation, one specification of aggravated assault, and one specification of drunk and disorderly conduct, in violation of Articles 92, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, and to be confined for 12 months. 

On 19 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, PFC Adam C. Black, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of absence without leave, one specification of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of animal abuse, in violation of Articles 86, 128, and 134, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of one specification of assault consummated by a battery and one specification of preventing a domestic violence victim from calling the 911 emergency communication system, in violation of Articles 128 and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 30 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. 

On 19 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Schofield Barracks, Hawaii, PVT Austin J. Hood, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of three specifications of the wrongful use of a controlled substance in violation of Article 112a, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 80 days, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 35 days.

On 20 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SPC Clyrino M. Harper, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, contrary to his pleas, of two specifications of assault consummated by a battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-3, and to be confined for 10 days.

On 21 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Schofield Barracks, Hawaii, SSG Douglas C. Carroll, Jr., United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his plea, of one specification of possession of child pornography in violation of Article 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 21 months, and to be discharged from the service with a bad-conduct discharge. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited confinement to 18 months.

On 26 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, a Lieutenant Colonel, was acquitted by a military judge of one specification of sexual assault and one specification of sexual assault of a child, in violation of Articles 120 and 120b, UCMJ.

On 27 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Fort Carson, Colorado, PFC Robert L. Abercrombie, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of absence without leave, one specification of wrongful use of a controlled substance, one specification of assault consummated by a battery, and one specification of aggravated assault, in violation of Articles 86, 112a, and 128, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-1, to be confined for 35 months, and to be discharged from the service with a dishonorable discharge.

On 30 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Joint Base Lewis-McChord, Washington, SFC Alexander P. Peterman, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his plea, of one specification of assault consummated by a battery in violation of Article 128, UCMJ. The accused was acquitted of two specifications of abusive sexual contact and one specification of assault consummated by a battery, in violation of Articles 120 and 128, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to be reduced to the grade of E-5, and to perform hard labor without confinement for 30 days.


Fifth Judicial Circuit

On 16 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Kaiserslautern, Germany, SSG Maurice E. Lake, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of false official statement and one specification of larceny of military property, in violation of Articles 107 and 121, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-4, and to be confined for 4 months. As part of an offer to plead guilty, a pretrial agreement limited reduction to the grade of E-5 and confinement to 120 days.

On 27 November 2018, at a general court-martial convened at Camp Arifjan, Kuwait, MAJ Gary D. Burleson, United States Army, was convicted by a military judge, pursuant to his pleas, of one specification of failure to obey a lawful general order, two specifications of conduct unbecoming an officer and gentleman, one specification of adultery, one specification of fraternization, one specification of obstruction of justice, and one specification of false or unauthorized pass, in violation of Articles 92, 133, and 134, UCMJ. The military judge sentenced the accused to be reprimanded, to pay the United States a fine of $20,000, and to be confined for 5 months. As part of an offer to plead guilty, the convening authority made a pretrial agreement to disapprove any adjudged confinement.

On 30 November 2018, at a special court-martial convened at Rose Barracks, Germany, SFC Michael L. Taylor, United States Army, was convicted by a military panel composed of officers and enlisted members, contrary to his plea, of one specification of wrongful appropriation of military property in violation of Article 121, UCMJ. The members sentenced the accused to be reduced to the grade of E-6.
